LES ANIMAUX MODELES

The next piece comes from the early 1940s,
when the renowned French composer Francis
Poulenc wrote a ballet score titled Les
Animaux modeéles. This Suite offers a rich
and vivid celebration of the animal world and
features creatures from the natural world
both big and small. The music offers many
charming surprises, such as the loving side
of lions, which are more often depicted as
fierce and scary, as well as an exciting and
humorous “fight scene” between cockerels.

THE RED PONY

The concert ends with the last section from
the American composer Aaron Copland’s
The Red Pony Suite and is titled Happy
Ending. The music was written for a film
score to a short story by American writer
John Steinbeck. The story tells of a 10-year-
old boy, Jody Tiflin, and a little red pony he
has raised. Together they live through many
wondrous and extraordinary events, from
his teenage years to adulthood, growing

up whilst venturing into an unknown future
together. In Happy Ending, Copland makes
use of melodies that sound

like American folk songs.
The music transports the
audience to the Wild
West for a grand party,
reaching a jubilant
climax.
