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Joyful, playful, romping, infectious, striding,
exuberant. All have become common
descriptions of the performances of virtuoso
pianist, HIROMI, perhaps the most famous
Japanese jazz musician alive today, who likens
her own style of improvisation to the “action
and motions and facial expressions” of Charlie
Chaplin (whose films she used to improvise to
as a student at the Berklee College of Music
as an exercise). The pendulum of HIROMI's
style swings broadly and hastily from one
influence to the next, often spending equal
amounts of time on music as traditional as
ragtime all the way over to an ethereal and
cinematic style that resists classification,

the latter of which finds the artist subdued

by the more pensive and introspective side of
her creativity.

One could easily imagine the Japanese
virtuoso at ease in the isolation of solo
playing, but it was just a couple of months
ago that she released what is only her
second solo album in a couple of decades

of recording, Spectrum. In spite of what one
might assume on account of the popularity
of her videos online that feature live solo
playing, she has expressed unease about the
genre, likening it to a kind of vulnerability
that could seem at odds with the otherwise
flamboyant and extroverted nature of her live
performances. Still, the challenge of “having
nowhere to hide”, as she has described it,
also presents the “best way to fully enjoy
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the instrument”, as she feels the medium
strong-arms her to cover what would normally
be done by the rest of the band. Inspired by
colours - a conceptual approach instilled in
her by one of her former teachers-and a
reflection on the fourth decade of her life, we
can hope to be treated from this new release
among the solo songs she will announce from
the stage.

Brain Training is from bass legend, Stanley
Clarke’s album, Jazz in the Garden (2009).
Clarke featured several of HIROMI's
compositions, including this one, on the
recording after having invited her to join
his trio.

The driving and dissonant Reverse is from the
2006 album, Spiral. HIROMI included it as part
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A Jazz Night with HIROMI

of the four-song suite that is the centerpiece
of the album, collectively dubbed, "Music for
Three-Piece-Orchestra". Here, her frenetic
style is on full display and takes a trip to the
noir side.

Place to Be is from her album by the same
name from 2009, her only other solo
album, that looks back upon the travels of
the third decade of her life. Here we can
find an influence almost classical, Satie’s
Gymnopédies coming to mind.

The Tom and Jerry Show, named after the
cartoon of the cat and mouse interplay,

is a piece from her award-winning debut
album, Another Mind (2003), drawing
attention to her hyperactive, guns-a-blazin’
technique. Here, she turns ragtime inside
out, making music of parody sound more
like music of virtuosity, as if Franz Lizst had
been transported to perform at an American
ragtime saloon.

Spiral is also a title track composition, from
her studio album of 2006, a journey of styles
that leads listeners beyond the jazz idiom,
the funkier sections often pulling upon the
listeners’ feet and heads.

Step Forward is a piano concerto composed
when HIROMI was just 16 years old, dreaming
someday to perform it with full orchestra.
She eventually provided the accompanying
arrangement herself when she was

older (just as she has provided all other
arrangements in this programme).

Programme note by Samuel Ferrer
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Born in Hamamatsu, Shizuoka, Japan,
HIROMI’s piano lessons started when she was
six, and she performed her first recital at
that age. She moved to the US in 1999, and
studied at the Berklee College of Music in
Boston. Among her mentors at Berklee was
the veteran jazz bassist/arranger Richard
Evans, who co-produced her debut CD,
Another Mind. Her second release, Brain, was
named Album of the Year in Swing Journal’s
2005 Readers Poll. In 2006 HIROMI won Best
Jazz Act at the Boston Music Awards and the
Guinness Jazz Festival’s Rising Star Award.
She also claimed Jazzman of the Year, Pianist
of the Year and Album of the Year in Swing
Journal’s Readers Poll for her 2006 release,
Spiral. In 2009 HIROMI simultaneously
released two concert DVDs, both recorded in
Tokyo: HIROMI Live in Concert and HIROMI’s
Sonicbloom Live in Concert.

For her 2011 album, Voice, she assembled a
trio that included herself and two veteran
players; contrabass guitarist Anthony
Jackson and drummer Simon Phillips. Alive,
released in 2014, also featured Jackson and
Phillips. On Alive, Phillips’ powerful, yet
poetic percussion and Jackson’s flowing,
glow-in-the-dark basslines beautifully
support HIROMI's ingenious and impassioned
improvisations. In 2017, Live in Montreal found
her exploring a wholly unique sonic palette
in collaboration with the Colombian harp
virtuoso Edmar Castaneda. Released in 2019,
Spectrum is the latest chapter in HIROMI's
ever-evolving musical life.

Artistic Director of Biwako Hall and Music Director of
Tokyo Mitaka Philharmonia, Ryusuke Numaijiri won
1=t Prize in the Besangon International Competition

in 1990. This resulted in invitations to conduct the
London Symphony Orchestra, Montreal Symphony
Orchestra, Orchestra Sinfonica di Milano Giuseppe
Verdi, Orchestre National du Capitole de Toulouse,
Orchestre de chambre de Paris, DSO Berlin,
Dusseldorfer Symphoniker, Staatskapelle Weimar and
Darmstadt, Sydney Symphony Orchestra and China
Philharmonic Orchestra. Since making his debut as an
opera conductor in 1997 with Mozart’s The Abduction
from the Seraglio, Numajiri has gone on to lead
various productions at Cologne Opera, Komische Oper
Berlin, Theater Basel, Bayerische Staatsoper, Opera
Australia and New National Theatre Tokyo as guest
conductor. In 2014 Numajiri composed an opera based
on the famous Japanese folktale Bamboo Princess, also
known as Princess Kaguya (Taketori Monagatari),
which has been performed in Yokohama, Hanoi

and Otsu.

A strong advocate of contemporary music, Ryusuke
Numaijiri recorded The Canticle of the Sun by Sofia
Gubaidulina for EMI featuring Mstislav Rostropovich
and the London Symphony Orchestra. He also
directed the Japanese premieres of several major
contemporary works including Philip Glass’ “Peace
Symphony”, Busoni’s Piano Concerto and Doktor
Faustus, Zemlinsky’s Der Zwerg and Schoenberg’s
Notturno. He also introduced to the Japanese public
works by Messiaen, Andriessen, Goérecki, Ligeti,
Lutostawski, Berio, Dutilleux, Xenakis, Birtwistle,
Matthews and Rott.

Numajiri was awarded Medal of Honour with the
Purple Ribbon by Emperor of Japan in 2017.
