This evening’s concert,
conducted by Lio Kuokman, showcases

a sampling of music from our upcoming
2020/21 season - a season fuelled by hope
and resilience. The orchestra continues to
celebrate Beethoven’s 250* anniversary

in 2020, and this concert opens with his
revolutionary Third Symphony, followed by the
overture to Fidelio, Beethoven’s only opera.
Hong Kong pianist Rachel Cheung then plays
Beethoven’s Rondo for Piano & Orchestra,
originally scheduled in February 2020 but
cancelled due to the coronavirus. The
Beethoven section of this concert concludes
with his beautiful Romance no. 2, performed
by HK Phil Concertmaster Jing Wang.

Hong Kong native Colleen Lee brings her
magic touch to Mozart’s “Coronation” piano
concerto. Schumann’s Third Symphony
(“Rhenish”), which pays homage to the Rhine
River and the city of Cologne, is followed by
the fairy tale-inspired Mother Goose Suite

by Ravel. The concert ends with music from
Stravinsky’s brilliant ballet, The Firebird,
based on a Russian folk tale about a magical
glowing bird.

In 2019,
Cheung was awarded Artist of the Year (Music)
by the Hong Kong Arts Development Council.

HK Phil Concertmaster Jing Wang is one of the
most versatile violinists of his generation. He
has appeared as a soloist with major orchestras
including the Czech Radio Philharmonic, Moscow
State and Montreal Symphony Orchestras. He
has also played with the Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra under Zubin Mehta and with China
Philharmonic under Osmo Vdnska.

Piano
Hong Kong pianist Colleen Lee achieved
international recognition after winning 6t Prize
at the 15*" International Fryderyk Chopin Piano
Competition. She has performed extensively around
the world in solo recitals, and with orchestras
such as the Warsaw, the China and the Israel
Philharmonics. She made her debut with London
Symphony Orchestra under Sir Simon Rattle in 2019.

The HK Phil is now recognised as Asia’s foremost
classical orchestra, presenting more than 150
concerts over a 44-week season. The HK Phil
won the prestigious Gramophone Orchestra of
the Year Award 2019 -the first orchestra in Asia
to receive this accolade.
