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Hans Zimmer has scored more than 120 films,
which, combined, have grossed more than 28
billion dollars at the worldwide box office. He has
been honoured with an Academy Award, two
Golden Globes, three Grammys, an American
Music Award and a Tony Award. In 2003 ASCAP
presented him with the prestigious Henry
Mancini Award for Lifetime Achievement for his
impressive and influential body of work. He also
received his Star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame
in 2010 and, in 2014, was honoured with the
Zurich Film Festival Lifetime Achievement Award.
Zimmer’s recent work highlights include Widows,
which reteamed the composer with director
Steve McQueen after previously working
together on the Oscar-winning 12 Years a

Slave; the critically acclaimed Blade Runner
2049 which he co-scored alongside Benjamin
Wallfisch and earned the pair a Critics’ Choice
nomination for Best Score; and Christopher
Nolan’s Dunkirk which earned him his 11" career
Oscar nomination.

Other recent projects have included BBC’s
Planet Earth Il, the main title music for Netflix’s
The Crown, the animated The Boss Baby, the
Oscar and Grammy nominated Hidden Figures
with Pharrell Williams and Ben Wallfisch, the Ron
Howard-directed features Inferno and Rush, Zack
Snyder’s Batman v Superman: Dawn of Justice
and Man of Steel, Mark Osborne’s The Little
Prince, Peter Sollet’s Freeheld, Simon Curtis’s
Woman in Gold, the Christopher Nolan-directed
films Interstellar, Inception and The Dark Knight
trilogy, and Guy Ritchie’s “Sherlock Holmes” films.
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Jacob Shea is an established and multi-talented
composer who was the first to join the team,
and has served as principal lead composer,

at Bleeding Fingers Music, a prolific music
production house specialising in scoring
television series founded in 2013. Most notably,
Shea has worked alongside fellow Bleeding
Fingers composer Jasha Klebe, as well as
composing powerhouse Hans Zimmer, to
create the dynamic BAFTA-nominated score
for BBC’s Planet Earth Il. He returned to BBC
Earth, composing the score for Blue Planet

Il alongside Zimmer and David Fleming. A
longstanding collaborator with Hans Zimmer,
Shea also co-composed the soundtrack for

the critically acclaimed science documentary
Through the Wormhole, presented and narrated
by Morgan Freeman.

Shea’s eclectic musical tastes allow for rich and
novel orchestrations in his compositions. Equally
adept with a traditional symphonic palette and
a self-created arsenal of analogue synthesisers,
he enjoys finding new and unexpected sonic
textures to solve compositional problems in
innovative ways. Previous credits also include
work as music programmer for Public Enemies,
an arranger for Madagascar 2 and Despicable
Me, and composer of additional music for Lone
Survivor, Pirates of The Caribbean: On Stranger
Tides, Transformers: The Dark of the Moon

and Battleship.

Shea currently resides in Los Angeles, and when
not working on new music, is busy with his other
full-time job, being a loving husband and father.

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Jasha Klebe is an accomplished, in-demand
composer who previously served as a composer
at Bleeding Fingers Music, contributing countless
hours of music to some of the most acclaimed
series on television. Most notably, he worked
alongside fellow Bleeding Fingers composer
Jacob Shea, as well as composing powerhouse
Hans Zimmer, to create the elegant BAFTA
nominated score for BBC’s Planet Earth II. Klebe
also composed the music for the Emmy and
Oscar-nominated Netflix documentary Winter On
Fire: Ukraine’s Fight For Freedom. His music can
also be regularly heard on numerous primetime
television channels including ABC, CBS, MTV,
Netflix, Lifetime, A&E, The Discovery Channel, The
History Channel, National Geographic and BBC.

Before joining the Bleeding Fingers Team,

Klebe began his career at Remote Control
Productions under Hans Zimmer. While with
Zimmer, Klebe wrote on such films as The Dark
Knight Rises, Rush, Man of Steel, and several
other notable projects. Over four years, he has
gained experience working with top artists in
the industry, including working with the Grammy
Award winning composer, Lorne Balfe on several
TV shows and video games. Klebe was also
music arranger for the 84t Academy Awards, as
well as keyboard/synthesizer player within the
event’s orchestra.

Klebe currently lives and works in Los Angeles.
When not working on new projects or thinking up
new music, he’s pursuing his long-term goal of
sampling every restaurant in the city.
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Praised by the Philadelphia Inquirer as “a startling
conducting talent”, HK Phil Resident Conductor

Lio Kuokman was the laureate at 2014 Svetlanov
International Conducting Competition. Lio served
as Assistant Conductor to Music Director Yannick
Nézet-Seguin at the Philadelphia Orchestra, the first
Chinese conductor to be appointed in this position
in the history of the orchestra. He is currently
Programme Director of the Macao International
Music Festival.

Lio has worked with many leading orchestras
around the world including the Philadelphia, Detroit
Symphony, Radio France Philharmonic, Seoul
Philharmonic, NHK Symphony, Tokyo Metropolitan
Symphony and Moscow Philharmonic orchestras.
Recent highlights included debuts and re-invitations
with the Orchestre National du Capitole de Toulouse,
Orchestre Philharmonique de Marseille, the Russian
and Latvian National Symphony, and Hiroshima and
Kyoto Symphony orchestras.

Passionate in opera repertoire, he has conducted
many productions including Turandot, Don Giovanni,
The Marriage of Figaro, Carmen, Cavalleria Rusticana,
Pagliacci, and was invited by Valery Gergiev at the
Mariinsky Theatre to conduct Rimsky-Kosarkov’s

The Maid of Pskov. As a pianist, he has performed as
soloist with many orchestras including the Salzburg
Camerata and the Fort Worth Symphony Orchestra.

Lio graduated from the Hong Kong Academy for the
Performing Arts, the Juilliard School, the Curtis Institute
of Music and the New England Conservatory. Lio is

a founding member and the President of the Macao
Chamber Music Association. He has received Certificate
of Commendation and Medal of Cultural Merit from
both governments of Hong Kong and Macao.
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Dr Andrew Sutherland began lecturing in
Music at Hong Kong Baptist University in 2019.
Formerly based in London, he performed
throughout many of the major venues around
the city. He grew up in Western Australia
performing with the WA Symphony Orchestra,
Australian Brandenburg Orchestra, The Song
Company and many others. In 1995, he formed
the Giovanni Consort in Perth, which continues
to employ young singers to perform high
quality chamber music. Critics have praised
his singing, stating, “Andrew Sutherland’s
opening tenor aria was also memorable for

its control and refinement and for its stylish
ornamentation.” (Stewart Smith, Sunday Arts)
“Tenor Andrew Sutherland, who has a flair for
oratorio, did well, too, notably in “Thou Shalt
Break Them’ which had a commanding quality
and meaningful phrase-shaping.” (Neville Cohn,
The West Australian). Sutherland is in demand
as a singer and an academic, writing and
reviewing for several academic journals and
recently published his acclaimed book, Children
in Opera.

Sutherland attended the University of Western
Australia and Edith Cowan University, where he
later taught and received his PhD from Monash
University in Melbourne.

The Hong Kong Philharmonic (HK Phil) Chorus

was established in 1980. Over the years, it has
collaborated with the HK Phil to perform a wide range
of different works. In 2013, the Chorus undertook a
new recruitment drive, and over 450 singers were
attracted to attend the auditions. The first performance
by the newly reformed Chorus was Handel’s Messiah.
Since then, the Chorus has performed with the

HK Phil in major works by composers such as Britten,
Mendelssohn, Beethoven, Haydn and Mahler under
renowned conductors including Lorin Maazel, Nicholas
McGegan, Brett Weymark and Jaap van Zweden,
amongst others.

The HONG KONG PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

(HK Phil) is recognised as Asia’s foremost classical
orchestra. Presenting more than 150 concerts over a
44-week season, the HK Phil attracts more than 200,000
music lovers annually. Recently the HK Phil has won the
prestigious UK classical music magazine Gramophone’s 2019
Orchestra of the Year Award - the first orchestra in Asia to
receive this accolade.

Jaap van Zweden, SBS, one of today’s most sought-after
conductors, has been the orchestra’s Music Director since
the 2012/13 concert season, a position he will continue to
hold through to the end of the 2023/24 season. Maestro
van Zweden has also been Music Director of the New York
Philharmonic since the 2018/19 season.

Yu Long has been Principal Guest Conductor since the
2015/16 season.

Lio Kuokman has been appointed Resident Conductor,
effective December 2020 and covering the 2020/21 and
2021/22 seasons.

Under the dynamic leadership of Music Director

Jaap van Zweden, the HK Phil has attained new

heights of artistic excellence, garnering international
critical acclaim. The orchestra successfully completed a
four-year journey through Wagner’s Ring Cycle, performing
and recording one opera from the cycle annually from
2015 to 2018. The concert performances and live Naxos
recordings were enthusiastically received by audiences,
praised by critics at home and abroad, and garnered
Gramophone Orchestra of the Year Award 2019.

The HK Phil has toured extensively across Mainland China
and, with the support of the Hong Kong Economic and
Trade Offices, undertook a major tour in 2017 to Seoul,
Osaka, Singapore, Melbourne and Sydney in celebration of
the 20™ anniversary of the establishment of the Hong Kong
Special Administrative Region.

Renée Fleming, Stephen Hough, Evgeny Kissin,

The HK Phil promotes the work of Hong Kong and
Chinese composers through an active commissioning
programme, and has released recordings on the

Naxos label featuring Tan Dun and Bright Sheng, each
conducting their own compositions. Its acclaimed
education and community engagement programmes in
schools, hospitals and outdoor spaces, bring music into
the hearts of tens of thousands of children and families
every year. The recently founded “The Orchestra Academy
Hong Kong”, funded by “TrustTomorrow” of The Swire
Group Charitable Trust and co-directed with The Hong
Kong Academy for Performing Arts, aims at enhancing
professional training for graduates from HKAPA’s School
of Music and facilitating their career development in the
orchestral field.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the
HK Phil since 2006. Through this sponsorship, which is
the largest in the orchestra’s history, Swire endeavours
to promote artistic excellence, foster access to classical
music, and stimulate cultural participation in Hong Kong,
as well as to enhance Hong Kong’s reputation as one of
the great cities in the world.

Thanks to a significant subsidy from the Hong Kong
Government and long-term funding from Principal

Patron Swire, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities

Trust and other supporters, the HK Phil now boasts a
full-time annual schedule of core classical repertoire and
innovative popular programming, extensive education
and community programmes, and collaborations with,
amongst others, Hong Kong Ballet, Opera Hong Kong and
the Hong Kong Arts Festival.

Originally called the Sino-British Orchestra, it was
renamed the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra in 1957
and became fully professional in 1974. The HK Phil is a
registered charitable organisation.

The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra is financially supported by
the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region
and is a Venue Partner of the Hong Kong Cultural Centre
