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Swire Classic Insights:
Homage to Nino Rota & Federico Fellini
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Recognised as one of the most gifted Italian
filmmakers ever, Federico Fellini (1920-1993)
elevated the integration between cinema
and music to the highest level through his
long-lasting collaboration with the great
Italian composer Nino Rota (1911-1979). In
commemoration of the 100" anniversary of
Fellini’s birth in 2020, this concert pays tribute
to this magnificent cinematic and musical
partnership, which has created some of the
most magical moments in the world.

Fellini has invented a fantastical world,

where real and surreal coexist, contrived by
carnivalesque spectacle, dreamlike imagery
and bizarre scenarios to explore memory,
desire and artistic expression. Forming an
integral part of his phantasmagorical universe,
Rota’s evocative soundtracks, as commended
by Fellini, make “everything turned into a
festive atmosphere; the movie entered a joyful,
serene, fantastic period, a new life”. With Rota’s
defining music, Fellini’s eccentric and iconic
images are transcended into spellbound pathos
even more amusing, profound and bewildering.

Imbued with an abundance of pastiche and
classical tunes, Rota’s scores are graced

with an effortless charm and a distinctive
character that enhance the visions of Fellini in
his masterpieces. In La Strada (1954), Fellini’s
first Oscar winner for Best Foreign Language
Film, Rota’s mesmerising suite takes us to the
extremes of joys and sorrows, with music full
of vigour and spirit. Fellini’s love of the clown
is acknowledged musically in Rota’s circus-like

rhythm, humorously intruding on an otherwise
melancholic moment to instill a sense of hope.
Whereas in The Swindler (Il Bidone, 1955), the
playful, exhilarating melody that underscores
the sly tricks of the conmen is mixed with a
gloomy tune to evoke poignant loneliness,
quietly heartrending with its empathy for the
social outcasts.

Rota was an incredibly prolific musician and

his oeuvre includes everything from concertos,
orchestral works, operas to ballets - and

above all, more than 150 film scores. Besides
being Fellini’'s composer of choice, Rota is

also celebrated for his distinguished works
with other master filmmakers. Il Gattopardo:
Ballabili, derived from Luchino Visconti’s
Cannes Palme d’Or winner, The Leopard (1963),
includes elegant and opulent ballroom music
that conjures up nostalgia of the faded glory of
an aristocratic family.

In addition to Rota’s compositions, this
programme also features the late Ennio
Morricone’s Morricone Fantasy and Nicola
Piovani’s La Vita & Bella, from Life is
Beautiful, the 1997 Oscar-winning dramedy
directed by and starring Roberto Benigni.
Equally acclaimed, these three great Italian
composers all won the highest honour of Best
Original Score at the Academy Awards, and
opened new dimensions in cinematic fantasy.

“I

’d do everything | could to give everyone a
moment of happiness. That’s what’s at the heart
of my music.” Rota’s scores, alongside Fellini’s
cinema, will continue to bring pleasure with their
enduring magic spells for centuries to come.
