The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil)
in collaboration with HKU MUSE presents a
chamber music series spotlighting different
sections of the orchestra. This programme
features the HK Phil Cello Section, and opens with
the Prelude to Wagner’s (1813-1883) Tristan und
Isolde followed by Dvorak’s (1841-1904) Rondo.
The remainder of the programme is as diverse

as it is exciting, with music ranging from a Bach
(1685-1750) Cello Suite movement (arranged

for cello ensemble) to the world premiere of

Two Miniatures by HKU composer Austin Leung
(b. 1989), the first Hong Kong composer to win
the Royal Philharmonic Society Composition Prize
since its establishment over 60 years ago.

Along the way are rare pieces by the 18t
century French composer Barriere (1707-1747),
the 19* century German cellist Klengel (1859-
1933), the great 20* century Argentinean tango
composer Piazzolla (1921-1992), and the 21t
century American educator and composer
Marsha Shapiro (b. 1950). Barriére’s cello Sonata
presents a streamlined timbre which contrasts
the raspy percussive sound of Piazzolla’s tangos.
This concert will be an exhilarating experience,
venturing through the diverse and wide range

of cello repertoire!
