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TIME TRAVEL WITH JOHNNY YIM
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For this unique collaboration with the HK Phil,
| have picked my favourite melodies from
pop culture, and rearranged them into
piano-orchestra format, or you may call it
“piano concerto” style instrumental music. In
Hong Kong it’s quite unusual to perform pop
music in this format.

It has been difficult to select the songs for this
programme since pop music always sticks

to our minds not only through musical notes,
but lyrics too. Sometimes a song may be very
popular and appealing, but it may not sound
“interesting” enough when transformed into
instrumental music without lyrics.

The programme consists of famous pop songs
along my musical journey, including beloved
anime theme songs from my childhood such as
those from Doraemon and Sailor Moon, hits from
Japanese singer-songwriters Utada Hikaru and
Koji Tamaki, and classics from legendary stars
close to our hearts, including Leslie Cheung,
Sammi Cheng, Hins Cheung and Jay Chou.

For people living in the past, classical music
was precisely their popular music. | hope to
demonstrate how pop melodies would be
presented if they were written two centuries
ago. | hope all of you will be inspired by this
“time machine”, and enjoy each pop melody in a
classical way!

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Currently Resident Conductor of the Hong Kong
Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil) and Programme
Director of the Macao International Music Festival,

Lio Kuokman was praised by the Philadelphia Inquirer as
“a startling conducting talent”. He was the second prize
winner of the third Svetlanov International Conducting
Competition in Paris with Audience Prize and Orchestra
Prize, and he has served as the first Chinese Assistant
Conductor with the Philadelphia Orchestra.

An internationally sought-after conductor, Lio was
recently invited as the first Chinese conductor to
conduct a subscription concert with the Vienna
Symphony, and was invited by the French government
to lead the first Saudi Arabia performance tour with
Orchestre National du Capitole de Toulouse. He recently
completed ten performances in Taiwan with NTSO and
appeared at the Music in PyeongChang festival. Other
orchestras with which he has collaborated include the
Detroit Symphony, Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio
France, Orchestre Philharmonique de Marseille, Seoul
Philharmonic, NHK, Hiroshima, Tokyo Metropolitan,
Kyoto Symphony, Russian National Symphony, Moscow
Philharmonic and Latvian National Symphony Orchestras,
among others.

Educated at The Hong Kong Academy for Performing
Arts, The Juilliard School, the Curtis Institute of Music,
and the New England Conservatory, Lio is a founding
member and President of the Macao Chamber Music
Association. For his contributions to the development
of arts and culture, he received the Certificate of
Commendation and Medal of Cultural Merit from the
governments of both Hong Kong and Macao. In 2021,
Lio was the recipient of the Hong Kong Ten Outstanding
Young Persons award, and in 2022, he was awarded
Artist of the Year (Music) at the 16" Hong Kong Arts
Development Awards and appointed a Justice of the
Peace by the HKSAR Government.

Johnny Yim started learning piano at the age

of 6, first under a teacher, and then, since

he was 13 years old on, as an autodidact. He
combined his passion for music with a major

in mathematics at York University, in Toronto,
Canada. His first public performances were in
shopping malls and ballet schools in Toronto. He
had breakthrough in the music industry in 2004,
when he won the 16" CASH Songwriting Quest
in Hong Kong. This award propelled his versatile
music career as an arranger, producer, composer
and concert director.

During his 18 years as a professional musician,
Johnny has received numerous awards for his
work as a composer (34" and 37" RTHK music
awards), arranger (2009 TVB/2014 CRHK), and
producer (2012 TVB/2015 Cantopop Chart).

Johnny works with numerous well-established
singers including Alan Tam, Hins Cheung, Gigi
Leung, Hacken Lee, AGA, Joyce Cheng, Alfred
Hui, among others, as well as with upcoming
talents such as Gigi Yim Ming-hay, Yumi Chung,
Chantel Yiu, Archie Sin Ching-fung and Windy
Zhan Tianwen from the singing contest show
STARS Academy that TVB recently launched.

Johnny’s dream has always been to perform with
a professional orchestra. Tonight he is delighted
to perform his own musical arrangements with
the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra.

The HONG KONG PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

(HK Phil) is recognised as Asia’s foremost classical
orchestras. Presenting more than 150 concerts over a
44-week season, the HK Phil attracts more than 200,000
music lovers annually. Recently the HK Phil won the
prestigious UK classical music magazine Gramophone’s
2019 Orchestra of the Year Award - the first orchestra in
Asia to receive this accolade.

Jaap van Zweden, SBS, one of today’s most sought-after
conductors, has been the orchestra’s Music Director since
the 2012/13 Season, a position he will hold until the 2023/24
Season. Maestro van Zweden has also been Music Director
of the New York Philharmonic since the 2018/19 Season.

Yu Long has been Principal Guest Conductor since the
2015/16 Season.

Lio Kuokman, JP, was appointed Resident Conductor,
effective December 2020 .

Under the dynamic leadership of Music Director

Jaap van Zweden, the HK Phil has attained new heights of
artistic excellence, receiving international critical acclaim.
The orchestra successfully completed a four-year journey
through Wagner’s Ring Cycle, performing and recording
one opera from the cycle annually from 2015 to 2018. The
concert performances were enthusiastically received by
audiences, and the live Naxos recordings were praised by
critics, and garnered the Gramophone Orchestra of the
Year Award 2019.

The HK Phil has toured extensively across Mainland China
and, with the support of the Hong Kong Economic and
Trade Offices, undertook a major tour in 2017 to Seoul,
Osaka, Singapore, Melbourne and Sydney in celebration of
the 20™ anniversary of the establishment of the Hong Kong
Special Administrative Region.

Conductors and soloists who have recently performed with
the orchestra include Vladimir Ashkenazy, Joshua Bell,
Charles Dutoit, Christoph Eschenbach, Renée Fleming,
Stephen Hough, Evgeny Kissin, Katia and Marielle Labeque,
Lang Lang, Yo-Yo Ma, Ning Feng, Leonard Slatkin and

Yuja Wang.

The HK Phil promotes the work of Hong Kong and Chinese
composers through an active commissioning programme,
and has released recordings on the Naxos label featuring
Tan Dun and Bright Sheng, each conducting their own
compositions. Its acclaimed education and community
engagement programmes in schools, hospitals and
outdoor spaces bring music into the hearts of tens

of thousands of children and families every year. The
recently founded “The Orchestra Academy Hong Kong”,
funded by “TrustTomorrow” of The Swire Group Charitable
Trust and co-directed with The Hong Kong Academy for
Performing Arts (HKAPA), aims at enhancing professional
training for graduates from HKAPA’s School of Music and
facilitating their career development in the orchestral field.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the
HK Phil since 2006. Through this sponsorship, which is
the largest in the orchestra’s history, Swire endeavours
to promote artistic excellence, foster access to classical
music, and stimulate cultural participation in Hong Kong,
as well as to enhance Hong Kong’s reputation as one of
the great cities in the world.

Thanks to a significant subsidy from the Government

of the HKSAR and long-term funding from Principal
Patron Swire, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities

Trust and other supporters, the HK Phil now boasts a
full-time annual schedule of core classical repertoire and
innovative popular programming, extensive education
and community programmes, and collaborations with,
amongst others, Hong Kong Ballet, Opera Hong Kong and
the Hong Kong Arts Festival.

Originally called the Sino-British Orchestra, it was
renamed the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra in 1957
and became fully professional in 1974. The HK Phil is a
registered charitable organisation.

The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra is financially supported by
the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region
and is a Venue Partner of the Hong Kong Cultural Centre
