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PRELUDE

The double bass has long been celebrated
for its versatility, spanning genres and styles
from the Renaissance and Baroque eras up
to modern pop, jazz and hip-hop. However
it has often laboured in the background as
composers shied away from giving it the
spotlight. We are proud today to show some
of the expressive range and unique tonal
characteristics of the instrument.
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As the bass has often been ignored by
composers of chamber music, bassists must
use some detective work and ingenuity to
find works that fit the possibilities of our
instrument. Today’s programme ranges in
music history from the Renaissance up to the

21st century. While some of these pieces are
originally for other instruments, others have
been specifically written for double bass
ensemble, including a world premiere by a
HKU composer Owen Ho, written specifically
for our group today.

Organic (2014)
Disco (2014)

Written by the Georgian bass player Giorgi
Makhoshvili for the bass ensemble Bassiona
Amorosa, these two pieces set folk and
pop-inspired melodies to complex and playful
rhythms. Organic contrasts a Georgian dance
groove in 7/8 time with a lilting interlude
inspired by Georgian drinking songs. Disco
speaks for itself — a fun, funky flashback to
the 70s.

This jazzy quartet All in a Day’s Work is set in
three movements. The British composer and
bassist Tony Osborne explores a range of
jazz-inspired moods, from wistful to the bluesy.

FRANCOIS RABBATH (arr. Klaus TRUMPF)
Kobolds, Double Bass Quartet

Kobolds, originally written for solo double bass
by French double bassist Frangois Rabbath,
has been arranged for quartet by German
double bassist Klaus Trumpf. A Kobold is a
Germanic mythological creature, related to a
sprite or goblin. It is commonly represented

as a household spirit who performs domestic
chores but may play malicious tricks if insulted
or neglected.

(WORLD PREMIERE) (2022)

Taken from the The Roots of Romanticism by Isaiah
Berlin, the title of this world premiere reflects Berlin’s
view of the romantic world as one of perpetual
movement and unappeasable yearning. It is a
structured improvisation expressing openness,
potentiality, expression and unfulfilled longings.

Music from the Renaissance and Baroque
(Double Bass Quartet, arr. Martin FLOWERMAN)
These three pieces are from an album of early
music, compiled and arranged for double bass
quartet by Martin Flowerman, a former double
bassist with The Cleveland Orchestra.

“Be not dismayed, thou little flock” by Michael
Praetorius (1571-1621) , is a beautiful example of
Renaissance melody and harmonic movement.
“Jesu, meine Freude”, BWV 227 taken from
Motet no. 3 by Johann Sesbatisian Bach (1685-
1750), features a lively conversation between two
basses played over an energetic bass line, while
the third bass solemnly states the chorale theme.
“Wachet auf, ruft uns die Stimme” (Sleepers Awake)
is a chorale taken from Bach’s Cantata BWYV 140.
The rich harmonies and clean melodic line are
perfectly suited for a double bass quartet.

GIOVANNI BOTTESINI (arr. Klaus TRUMPF)
Passione Amorosa: 1t and 3™ movements,
Double Bass Quartet

Written by Giovanni Bottesini, the “Paganini of the
double bass”, Passione Amorosa was originally
scored for two solo double basses and orchestra.
Here it is presented as a bass quartet, again arranged
by Klaus Trumpf. It features soaring operatic melodies
and virtuosic interplay among the solo lines.

1671-1751
TOMASO ALBINONI (arr. Klaus TRUMPF)
Adagio in G minor, Double Bass Quartet

The authorship of the Adagio in G minor is

the subject of controversy. For decades it has
been celebrated as the most famous work of
the Baroque ltalian composer Tomaso Albinoni,
a contemporary of fellow Venetian composer
Antonio Vivaldi. However, it has recently been
attributed to 20™-century musicologist and
Albinoni biographer Remo Giazotto, who
claimed to complete the work based on a
manuscript fragment of Albinoni. To this day it
is unclear whether or not the manuscript was
real or a hoax, and whether Giazotto composed
the entire piece himself. This version is again
arranged for four basses by Klaus Trumpf.

1941-2021
CHICK COREA (arr. Jeff LEHMBERG)

Armando’s Rhumba (1976), Double Bass Quartet

From jazz pianist Chick Corea’s 1976 album
My Spanish Heart, Armando’s Rhumba is a
Spanish-inspired Latin jazz number. Arranged
for bass quartet by HK Phil double bass
player Jeff Lehmberg, this piece gives the
ensemble the opportunity to try a bit of jazz
improvisation.

PIERRICK HARDY

Touetatou (1994)

This double bass septet by French composer,
guitarist and clarinettist Pierrick Hardy
combines interlocking minimalist riffs, jazz
harmonies and rollicking bluesy melodies.
These are offset by a pensive interlude

for a solo pizzicato backed by sighing

bowed accompaniment.

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GEORGE LOMDARIDZE

Internationally acclaimed HK Phil Principal
Double Bass George Lomdaridze, winner of the
first Koussevitsky competition in Moscow, was
born in Thbilisi, Georgia where he started his
musical journey at an early age playing piano
and bass. George has studied and worked

in Europe, US and Asia with world renowned
conductors and teachers including Professors
Lev Rakov (Moscow), Thomas Martin (London)
and Stephen Lester (Chicago). He is also an
active chamber music player.
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JIANG XINLAI

Currently Associate Principal Double Bass,
Xinlai joined the HK Phil in 1997. Xinlai studied
with Lawrence Wolfe at the New England
Conservatory (NEC) and with Orin O'Brien at the
Juilliard School with full scholarship. She earned
her place on the National Dean’s List and won
the First Prize of NEC string competition. She
participated in the Asian Youth Orchestra, the
Pacific Music Festival and the Tanglewood Music
Center Fellowship Program. She is an Adjunct
Lecturer in Hong Kong Baptist University.
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CHANG PEI-HANG

Pei-Heng has played the double bass since

the age of nine. In 2011 she received the Artist
diploma degree from the University of Cincinnati
where she was Principal Double Bass. She
joined the HK Phil in 2012, and gave several solo
recitals in Taipei and Kaohsiung the following
year. Pei-heng participated in the Asian Youth
Orchestra, the Pacific Music Festival and the
Aspen Music Festival.
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FENG RONG

Prior to joining the HK Phil in 2001, Rong served
as Principal Bassist of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta,
and as Assistant Principal Bass at the Pacific
Music Festival in Japan. Passionate in music
education, Rong has been teaching at The

Hong Kong Academy of the Performing Arts for
over two decades. She is also on the faculty of
The Chinese University of Hong Kong. She has
worked with many world-class musicians.
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SAMUEL FERRER

Sam has performed in Carnegie Hall

with Orpheus (with whom he has toured
internationally), the Orchestra of St Luke’s,
the American Composer’s Orchestra, and the
New York Pops, among others, and served as
Principal Bass with the Sarasota Opera Festival
and the Key West Symphony Orchestra. He
graduated from the University of Southern
California and Yale, where he received the
Slam Stewart Outstanding Bassist Award, and
studied further in Paris.
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JEFF LEHMBERG

Jeff joined the HK Phil in 2005. He then served
as Principal Bass of the Hong Kong Sinfonietta
before rejoining the HK Phil in 2007. Jeff

is also a jazz bassist, and plays regularly

with several groups around Hong Kong. Jeff
received his Bachelor's degree in Philosophy
at Columbia University while studying bass at
The Juilliard School. He furthered his studies of
double bass performance at Mannes College
of Music.
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PHILIP POWELL

Philip joined the HK Phil in 2007. He previously
was a member of the Canton (Ohio) and
Haddonfield (New Jersey) Symphonies and
performed as a freelance player with The
Cleveland Orchestra. A graduate of The
Cleveland Institute of Music where he studied
with Scott Haigh and Maximilian Dimoff, Powell
furthered his studies with Harold Robinson for
two years.
