| composed “The Plague” (2021) at my
computer desk during the peak of the
pandemic’s standstill and commotion.

“The Light Body” (1973) and
“Take a Chance” (1992) were originally
composed in Boston and New York,
respectively.

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Gerard Salonga is currently Resident Conductor of the
Malaysian Philharmonic Orchestra in Kuala Lumpur,

a position he has held since January 2019. For two
seasons he served as Assistant Conductor of the
Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra from 2016 to

2018 where he was appointed by Maestro Jaap van
Zweden, having been selected from a field of over
170 international applicants. He also served as Music
Director of the ABS-CBN Philharmonic Orchestra in
Manila from 2012 to 2020. In January of 2021, Gerard
began his term as the Music Director of the Orchestra
of the Filipino Youth (OFY).

He has assisted and covered distinguished conductors
including Jaap van Zweden, Jun Markl, Hans Graf,
Long Yu, Vladimir Ashkenazy, Mark Wigglesworth, and
Leonard Slatkin, and has conducted the Philippine
Philharmonic, Shanghai Opera House Orchestra

and Chorus, Kunming Nie-Er Symphony, Evergreen
Symphony of Taiwan, Bangkok Symphony, Singapore
Symphony, South Denmark Philharmonic, Queensland
Camerata, Orchestra Victoria, and the Sydney
Symphony Orchestra. Gerard has also conducted in
iconic venues such as the Sydney Opera House and
Royal Albert Hall.

He has conducted a wide range of performances,
covering symphony, ballet, opera, pops, family, and
film, including the Harry Potter, Raiders of the Lost Ark
and Ratatouille films in concert, plus several Disney
concerts. His orchestral arrangements have been
performed by orchestras including the Hong Kong
Philharmonic, Sydney Symphony, Singapore Symphony,
Malaysian Philharmonic, RTE Concert Orchestra,

New York Pops, Guangzhou Symphony, Winnipeg
Symphony, Cincinnati Pops, Indianapolis Symphony,
BBC Symphony, and Royal Philharmonic.

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In 1976, Hong Kong-born Jazz pianist Ted Lo
was the first Chinese graduate of Berklee
College of Music in the United States.
Beginning his career as a freelance jazz
pianist during the 70s, he made his recording
debut on trombonist Raul de Souza’s 1974
album Colors. In 1977, Ted toured with rock
legend Al Kooper.

In 1979, he moved to New York City, where
over the next decade he collaborated with the
likes of Astrud Gilberto, Ron Carter, Earl
Klugh, Herbie Hancock, Eric Gale, Phyllis
Hyman, Dave Valentin, Flora Purim, Airto
Moreira, Herbie Mann, Larry Coryell, Stix
Hooper, Michael Franks, Gregory Hines and
fusion group Special EFX. While in the United
States, Lo performed at the Blue Note in New
York City, the Blues Alley in Washington,
D.C., Hollywood Bowl in Los Angeles and the
Keystone Korner in San Francisco. Lo was
also featured internationally at the North Sea
Jazz Festival, Newport Jazz Festival, London
Jazz Festival, and Montreux Jazz Festival.

Returning to Hong Kong in 1996, Ted has
worked with an impressive list of Hong Kong
pop icons, including Eason Chan, George
Lam, Janice Vidal, Jacky Cheung, Justin

Lo, Kay Tse, Miriam Yeung, Gin Lee, AGA,
Prudence Liew, Vincy Chan, Joey Yung and
Sandy Lam. Ted’s influence on jazz music has
gone far beyond the stage and the studio. He
has devoted much time to raising awareness
about jazz music in Hong Kong and Asia, and
inspiring the next generation of musicians.
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Born in 1982, Janice Vidal is a Hong Kong
singer of Filipino and Korean heritage.
Discovered by Mark Lui while working as a
backing vocalist for Leon Lai, she made her
solo debut in 2004 under AMusic and swept
the board with rookie awards at multiple
ceremonies. She quickly became one of
Hong Kong’s most rapidly rising female
singers, known for her virtuosity. She is also
one of the few Hong Kong female singers
who successfully broke into the Southeast
Asian market, particularly popular in Malaysia
where she even has a dedicated fan club. Her
albums consistently top the charts across
Southeast Asia.
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Simply put, Eugene Pao is Hong Kong’s most
publicly recognized jazz musician and his name is
synonymous with jazz in our city. Such reputation
cannot be more deserving as Eugene has been

at the vanguard of promoting jazz in the territory
through his performances and recordings over the
last thirty plus years.

Hong Kong first discovered its own guitar hero

in the mid 1980s when Eugene returned from
studies in the US and began playing around town.
Recognition came early from leading international
jazz musicians. Some of his early recordings
featured such legends including bassist Eddie
Gomez, blues great Jimmy Witherspoon and
saxophonist Michael Brecker.

Jazz greats with whom he has recorded and
performed on stage over the years include Jack
Delohnette, Michael Brecker, John Patitucci, Joey
Calderazzo, Marc Johnson, Eddie Gomez, Terumasa
Hino, Bob Berg, UIf Wakenius, Mads Vinding,

Ernie Watts, Martin Taylor, Jimmy Witherspoon,
James Moody, Bill Bruford, Jeff Berlin, Bobby
McFerrin, Eric Marienthal, Kazumi Watanabe,
Richard Galliano, Toninho Horta, Georgie Fame,
Laura Fygi, Randy Brecker and many more.

Over the last three decades, Eugene Pao has

truly established himself as Hong Kong’s premier
jazz guitarist. He continues to travel the world for
performances at international jazz festivals, concert
halls and jazz clubs, and to take part in recording
projects. As a composer, he has contributed

music to countless TV commercials, and his film
soundtracks have been nominated for best original
score at the Hong Kong Film Awards.

Coming from Montreal, Sylvain Gagnon has
extensive international touring and recording
experience. He is a virtuoso of jazz double bass
and electric bass, with a musical repertoire
spanning continents and styles. From rock to
standard jazz, from Carnatic (classical music
from South India) to African music, and from
funk to Latin music, Sylvain’s versatility shines
through in solo performances, big bands, string
quartets and orchestral performances.

Sylvain has played on hundreds of albums.

He has collaborated with musicians including
Bob Mintzer, Eric Marienthal, Joey Calderazzo,
Jeff “Tain” Watts, Angelo Debarre, James
Morrison, Olivia Newton-John, Scott Hamilton,

The HONG KONG PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA

(HK Phil) is recognised as one of Asia’s foremost classical
orchestras. Presenting more than 150 concerts over a
44-week season, the HK Phil attracts more than 200,000
music lovers annually. The HK Phil won the prestigious
UK classical music magazine Gramophone’s 2019
Orchestra of the Year Award - the first orchestra in Asia
to receive this accolade.

Jaap van Zweden, SBS, one of today’s most sought-after
conductors, has been the orchestra’s Music Director

since the 2012/13 Season, a position he will hold until

the end of the 2023/24 Season. Following his tenure

as Music Director, he will hold the title of Conductor
Laureate. He has also been Music Director of the New
York Philharmonic since the 2018/19 Season. Long Yu has
been Principal Guest Conductor since the 2015/16 Season.
Lio Kuokman, JP, was appointed Resident Conductor in
December 2020.

Under the dynamic leadership of Jaap van Zweden, the
HK Phil has attained new heights of artistic excellence,
receiving international critical acclaim. The orchestra
successfully completed a four-year journey through
Wagner’s Ring Cycle, performing and recording one opera
from the cycle annually from 2015 to 2018. The concert
performances were well received, and the live Naxos
recordings were praised by critics, and garnered the
Gramophone Orchestra of the Year Award 2019.

The HK Phil has toured extensively across Mainland China.
The orchestra undertook a major tour in 2017 to Seoul,
Osaka, Singapore, Melbourne and Sydney in celebration
of the 20" anniversary of the establishment of the Hong
Kong Special Administrative Region. In the 2023/24
Season, the orchestra will embark on global tours to more
than 18 cities.

Conductors and soloists who have recently performed
with the orchestra include Anja Bihlmaier, Stéphane
Deneve, Christoph Eschenbach, Paavo Jarvi, Andrés
Orozco-Estrada, Tarmo Peltokoski, Vasily Petrenko,
Krzysztof Urbanski, Ning Feng, Boris Giltburg, Leonidas
Kavakos, Olivier Latry and Akiko Suwanai.

The HK Phil runs diverse education and community
programmes in schools, hospitals and outdoor spaces,
bringing music into the hearts of tens of thousands

of children and families every year. Founded in 2021,

“The Orchestra Academy Hong Kong”, funded by
“TrustTomorrow” of The Swire Group Charitable Trust and
co-directed with The Hong Kong Academy for Performing
Arts (HKAPA), aims at enhancing professional training for
graduates from HKAPA’s School of Music and facilitating
their career development in the orchestral field.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the
HK Phil since 2006. Through this sponsorship, which is
the largest in the orchestra’s history, Swire endeavours
to promote artistic excellence, foster access to classical
music, stimulate cultural participation in Hong Kong, and
enhance Hong Kong’s reputation as one of the great
cities in the world.

Thanks to a significant subsidy from the Government

of the HKSAR and long-term funding from Principal
Patron Swire, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities

Trust and other supporters, the HK Phil now boasts a
full-time annual schedule of core classical repertoire and
innovative popular programming, extensive education
and community programmes, and collaborations with,
amongst others, Hong Kong Ballet, Opera Hong Kong
and the Hong Kong Arts Festival.
