Many popular artists cited Bach as their influence: perhaps the
most well-known song to have said influenced by Bach is The
Beatles' Blackbird. Sir Paul McCartney says the guitar part of
this song was influenced by Bach's Bourrée in E minor. Guitar,
again. Bach was not known for playing the guitar, but he has
written a lot of music for lute, the ancestor of the guitar which
flourished in the Baroque era. Not only the singing melody of this
Bourrée would have attracted Sir Paul, the idiomatic fingerings
on guitar, a constantly-moving bass and a square rhythm would
also fit nicely to the popular music of our age. The Broken Wings
by Pulitzer-prize winning composer David Lang clearly refers
to the lyrics of Blackbird, “Blackbird singing in the dead of night,
take these broken wings and learn to fly.” Today young guitarist
Francis Wan will perform Bourrée in E minor and accompany
Jennifer Palor in Blackbird.

Australian composer Percy Grainger wrote Blithe Bells in 1930,
rambling (by which he meant "riffing") on the famous melody of
Sheep May Safely Graze with colourful percussion, thinking Bach
might have been imagining the sound of sheep bells while writing.

The concert closes with Tchaikovsky's Rococo Variations, a piece
not inspired by Bach but by the French Rococo style flourished
also in Bach's Baroque era. With a lighter texture and flattering
melody, Rococo style was considerably trendier and embraced
by many, including old Bach's son Carl Philipp

Emanuel. After the elegant main theme,

Tchaikovsky wrote eight variations of

that theme, displaying cello’s quality

of being a meditative, graceful,

lively and brilliant instrument.
