The concert
continues with Beethoven's third symphony, the legendary
Eroica, in the hands of Jaap van Zweden. Originally
composed with Napoleon in mind as a dedicatee, the
symphony’s title page was scratched out by the furious
Beethoven when his beloved Vienna was besieged by the
French emperor. But the symphony then became a
celebration of the ‘Heroic’ nature of all humanity.
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Yuja Wang showcases her artistic power with a solo
recital programme, which demands the utmost virtuosic

technique on the keyboard. Be prepared for fireworks
from the piano.
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Brahms’s second piano concerto is oceanic in its force and
emotive power. Yuja Wang has chosen this mighty work as
the culmination of her return to the HK Phil. Following is
