Back in 1898 there was a gold rush; men from
everywhere in the world went to a remote
part of Alaska to dig for gold in the mountains
around the Yukon River. One of those men is
Charlie, who turns out not to be very good at
being a “prospector” for gold!

During a snowstorm he takes shelter in a

hut which belongs to another, much more
successful prospector called Larsen. Larsen
doesn't just dig for gold. Sometimes he steals
it. Another prospector is there, Big Jim, and
he and Charlie send Larsen off to find help.
But when he does not come back, they get so
hungry that they start to hallucinate and end
up eating a leather boot!

Later Charlie and Big Jim meet up again in the
big city. They are still poor and hungry, and
decide to return to prospecting. When they
go back to the Yukon, will they discover gold?
Can Charlie marry his sweetheart?

The music you hear while the film is showing
makes up for the lack of spoken dialogue by
painting very vivid images of such scenes as
the snow storm, a fight, love and a dance.

It also imitates the sounds people make,
such as hiccupping, sleeping, eating and
hallucinating, and reflects their feelings

as they experience suspicion, indignity,

pride and indifference. Listen for such
well-known tunes buried deep in the score as
“For He's A Jolly Good Fellow".

The HK Phil promotes the work of Hong Kong and Chinese
composers through an active commissioning programme, and
has released recordings featuring Tan Dun and Bright Sheng,
each conducting their own compositions, on the Naxos label. Its
acclaimed community engagement programme brings music to
tens of thousands of children annually. A recording was issued
free to schoolchildren throughout Hong Kong of Britten's The
Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra, Prokofiev's Peter and the
Wolf and Leopold Mozart's Toy Symphony.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the HK Phil
since 2006. Through this sponsorship, which is the largest

in the orchestra’s history, Swire also endeavours to promote
artistic excellence, foster access to classical music and stimulate
cultural participation in Hong Kong, and to enhance Hong Kong's
reputation as one of the great cities of the world.

Thanks to a significant subsidy from the Hong Kong
