George Fenton is one of the UK's most successful
composers, writing scores for over 100 films and
collaborating with some of the most influential
filmmakers. In 1990 he composed the score for the
BBC Natural History series, Trials of Life, his first
collaboration with Alastair Fothergill and the start of a
creative relationship that has spanned over 20 years
culminating in the Earth Trilogy: The Blue Planet,
Planet Earth and Frozen Planet.

Fenton won an Ivor Novello, BAFTA and Emmy awards
for Best Television Score for The Blue Planet and in
October 2001 he created The Blue Planet in Concert,
which premiered at the Royal Festival Hall, London.
