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Alan Menken (b. 1949) wrote the music for a dozen
Disney movies including Hercules which was released in
1997 and retells the ancient story of the Greek hero and
includes the song Go the Distance with lyrics by David
Zippel. Two years earlier Menken had joined forces
with Stephen Schwartz for Pocahontas from which Lea
Salonga sings Colours of the Wind, which was named
“Best Original Song” at the 1995 Academy Awards
ceremony. Another lyricist with whom Menken worked
during his time at Disney was Tim Rice. He provided
the words for the songs A Friend Like Me and A Whole
New World for the 1992 movie Aladdin.

Disney's first ever music supervisor was Frank
Churchill (1901-1942) who is remembered today for
such classic cartoon scores as Snow White and the
Seven Dwarfs, Peter Pan, Bambi and Dumbo. It was his
score for Dumbo which earned him both an Oscar
for Best Scoring of a Musical Picture in 1941 and a
nomination for Best Original Song for Baby Mine.

The choice of composer and lyricist for the 1998 movie
Mulan was fraught with problems and legal wrangles.
In the end Disney chose Matthew Wilder (b. 1953)

to write the music and David Zippel to provide

the lyrics. Lea Salonga, the original Mulan,

sings Reflection.

Immediately after completing Pocahontas Alan Menken
and Stephen Schwartz started work on their next
Disney project, The Hunchback of Notre Dame which
includes the song Out There. And for our final Disney
classic today, we turn to The Lion King which was
released in 1994 and included in its score one of the
greatest of all Disney songs, written by two English
song-writers Elton John (b. 1947) and Tim Rice,

The Circle of Life.
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For the second half of the concert we move out of

the cinema and on to the Broadway stage. Although

it was premiered in Toronto in 1996, it was only

after it opened on Broadway that Ragtime became a
real hit show. It boasts a fine score by Lynn Ahrens
(b.1947) which includes the song Back to Before with
lyrics by Stephen Flaherty. Hamilton, which opened on
Broadway in August 2015, has, in the words of one BBC
correspondent, “shone a light on one of the forgotten
founding fathers of the USA". The musical score,
including the song Burn is not from a composer/lyricist
team, but by actor, rapper, composer and wrapper,
Lin-Manuel Miranda (b. 1980).

Jason Robert Brown (b. 1980) wrote the score for the
2001 musical The Last Five Years which begins with the
hauntingly sad song Still Hurting. The heroine, Cathy
reads a letter from her husband, Jamie, telling her

their marriage is finished. Another emotional song is
Higher, sung by the character Kei Kimura in the musical
Allegiance, with music and lyrics by Jay Kuo (b. 1968).
Lea Salonga created the role and in this lovely song Kei
yearns for the happy times before she was incarcerated
in a US internment camp.

Claude-Michel Schénberg (b. 1944) and his librettist
Alain Boublil frequently celebrate their French

roots in their stage musicals. Their first big success
came with Les Misérables. First staged in Paris on

17t September 1980, it didn't really take off until

the English theatre producer, Cameron Mackintosh,
revised it for a performance in London'’s Barbican on
8™ October 1985. We hear three of the classic songs
from this smash-hit musical, Empty Chairs at Empty
Tables, | Dreamed a Dream and On My Own. Four years
later, Boublil and Schonberg hit it big again with Miss
Saigon premiered in London’s Theatre Royal, Drury Lane
on 20% September 1989. Lea Salonga created the role of
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Kim in that production and has made the intense and
passionate song I'd Give My Life For You very much
her own.

No celebration of the Broadway musical would be
complete without some input from Stephen Sondheim
(b.1930). The New York Times described him as

“the greatest and perhaps best-known artist in the
American musical theatre”. He wrote the music and the
words of the 1979 musical Sweeney Todd - The Demon
Barber of Fleet Street from which comes the affectionate
duet Not While I'm Around. Sondheim's 1970 musical,
Company, closes—like this concert—with the song
Being Alive.

Gerard Salonga is a multi-awarded musical director,
conductor and arranger. He has collaborated with some
of the brightest musical artists, including Lea Salonga,
Michael Ball, Blake, Wang Leehom, Hins Cheung,

Elisa Chan, Wu Tong, Shenyang, and Cecile Licad.

Born in Manila, he has won the Aliw Award (the
Philippines’ top live performance award) for Best
Musical Director four times, and was inducted into

the Aliw Hall of Fame in 2010 for his work in popular
concerts and musical theatre.

Gerard was recently appointed Assistant Conductor for
the 2016/17 season of the HK Phil by Music Director
Jaap van Zweden. Also this season, Gerard will return
to the Malaysian Philharmonic, as well as debuts with
Ballet Philippines and the Sydney Symphony Orchestra.

Currently Gerard is music director of the
ABS-CBN Philharmonic Orchestra, a professional
symphony orchestra maintained by Philippine
broadcast giant ABS-CBN, and as an orchestral
arranger his works have been performed by the

HK Phil, the New York Pops, Cincinnati Pops,
National Symphony (Washington DC), Pittsburgh,
Indianapolis, Winnipeg and Baltimore Symphony
orchestras.

He has conducted the HK Phil, Shanghai Opera House
Orchestra and Chorus, The Evergreen Symphony
Orchestra (Taiwan), Philippine Philharmonic and
Bangkok Symphony, and last March made his debut
with the Malaysian Philharmonic Orchestra.

In 2012 Gerard was honoured by the President of the
Philippines as one of The Outstanding Young Men, the
Philippines’ highest civilian award to achievers under
the age of forty.
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Internationally acclaimed actress and singer Lea Salonga
has thrilled audiences worldwide as Disney princesses
Jasmine and Mulan, toured as the title character in the
enchanted rags-to-riches fairytale Cinderella, starred on
Broadway in Les Misérables and originated the Tony and
Olivier Award-winning role of Kim in Miss Saigon. Back
by popular demand after her sold-out performances two
seasons ago, Lea joins the HK Phil in a magical concert
of hits audiences know and love.

Lea made her debut in the world of cabaret in 2010,
performing a sold-out, three-week engagement at the
Café Carlyle in New York City. She returned in June 2011
and in May 2013, and released a live version of her 2010
concert Lea Salonga: The Journey So Far, her 26™ career
CD, in August 20T11.

In 2014 Lea performed with Il Divo for the group'’s
worldwide A Musical Affair tour. In 2015 she began her
celebrated run as Kei Kimura in the Broadway production
of Allegiance. Lea has performed for six Philippine
presidents, three American Presidents, Her Majesty Queen
Elizabeth Il and the late Diana Princess of Wales.

Lea began her career as a child star in the Philippines,
making her professional debut in 1978 at the age of
seven in the musical The King and | and began her
recording career at the age of ten with her first album,
Small Voice, which received a gold certification.

Philippine Airlines flies between Hong Kong and Manila 5 times daily.
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The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil) is recognised
as Asia's foremost classical orchestra. The Orchestra presents
more than 150 concerts over a 44-week season and attracts
more than 200,000 music lovers annually.

Jaap van Zweden, one of today's most sought-after conductors,
has been the Orchestra’s Music Director since the 2012/13 concert
season, a position he will continue to hold until at least 2022. In
addition, Maestro van Zweden will also be the next Music Director
of the New York Philharmonic starting with the 2018-19 season.

Yu Long was appointed for an initial three-year term in the
2015/16 season as Principal Guest Conductor.

Under Maestro van Zweden, the HK Phil is undertaking a
variety of initiatives including a four-year project to perform
and record the complete Ring of the Nibelung (Richard Wagner).
The Orchestra is in the second of this four-year journey,
performing one opera annually in concert. The performances
are being recorded live for the Naxos label and mark the first
performances by a Hong Kong or mainland Chinese orchestra
of the entire Ring cycle.

Also under van Zweden, the orchestra undertook a highly
successful five-country, seven-city tour of Europe in the 2014/15
season, with concerts in London, Vienna, Zurich, Eindhoven,
Birmingham, Berlin and Amsterdam. Performances were met
with enthusiasm and universally positive reviews. The concert in
Vienna's Musikverein was filmed for broadcast on TV.

Conductors and soloists who have recently performed with
the orchestra include Vladimir Ashkenazy, Ning Feng,
Matthias Goerne, Lang Lang, Yu Long, Yundi Li,

the late Lorin Maazel, Anne-Sophie Mutter and Yuja Wang.

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The HK Phil promotes the work of Hong Kong and Chinese
composers through an active commissioning programme, and
has released recordings featuring Tan Dun and Bright Sheng,
each conducting their own compositions, on the Naxos label. Its
acclaimed community engagement programme brings music to
tens of thousands of children annually. A recording was issued
free to schoolchildren throughout Hong Kong of Britten's The
Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra, Prokofiev's Peter and the
Wolf and Leopold Mozart's Toy Symphony.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the HK Phil
since 2006. Through this sponsorship, which is the largest

in the orchestra's history, Swire also endeavours to promote
artistic excellence, foster access to classical music and stimulate
cultural participation in Hong Kong, and to enhance Hong Kong's
reputation as one of the great cities of the world.
