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Where and what is Great Britain? We've

all heard of it, but what is the difference
between Great Britain, the United Kingdom
and the British Isles? And where do England,
Wales, Scotland and Ireland fit in?

The British Isles lie off the west coast of
Europe. The largest island is divided into
three countries, England in the south and
east, Wales to the west and Scotland in
the north. The three countries together are
commonly referred to as Great Britain.

The second largest of the British Isles is
called Ireland. This is divided into two
countries, the Republic of Ireland in the
south and west, and Northern Ireland in the
north east. While the Republic of Ireland
is an independent country with its own
government, Northern Ireland is governed
from London and so is politically linked to
Britain. Great Britain and Northern Ireland
are together referred to as the United
Kingdom.

Enough of the geography lesson. Today we
hear music from the three countries of Great
Britain as well as a melody from Northern
Ireland made famous by an Australian
composer who spent much of his time
collecting folk music from all across the
British Isles.
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WELSH LEGENDS

Our Welsh representative is Alun Hoddinott
(1929-2008). He studied in England with

the Australian composer Arthur Benjamin
but spent nearly all his professional life in
Wales, becoming the Professor of Music at
the university in the Welsh capital of Cardiff.
Many of his best works were inspired by
episodes from the Mabinogion, a huge
collection of ancient Welsh legends dating
back to the Middle Ages. Badger in the Bag
(or, to give it its original title in the Welsh
language - "Broch Ynhod") is one of these,
and it was first performed in 2004 in St
David’s Hall, Cardiff on St David’s Day (the
patron saint of Wales). Its jazzy rhythms and
big brass climaxes depict the story in which
a group of men violently hit and kick a
moving bag in which they think is a badger
(a black-and-white pig-like wild animal
found throughout Great Britain) but, in fact,
is @ man who cries out for them to stop.
Hoddinott himself said the music was more
like the throwing of the handle on a fruit
machine!

ENGLISH PRIDE

Our English representative is none other
than Edward Elgar (1857-1934). During
Elgar's life, London was not just the political
centre of the United Kingdom, but of a vast
Empire which stretched to Hong Kong and
beyond. Elgar caught the mood of strength,
power and pomp in his famous Pomp and
Circumstance March, no. 1. This was first
performed in London in October 1901 and
in the audience was Prince of Wales. He
loved it - especially the big tune near the
end - and ordered Elgar to add words so
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that it could serve almost as an anthem for
the British Empire. When, on 27 June the
following year, the Prince was crowned King
Edward VI, Elgar arranged the tune as a
Coronation Ode and added words “Land of
Hope and Glory".

ORKNEY SUNRISE

We go to Scotland next. Parts of Scotland are
the most beautiful and sparsely populated
anywhere in Europe, and the rugged
scenery and isolation attracted the English
composer Peter Maxwell Davies (1934-
2016) who lived for most of his live on one
of the smaller islands off the north coast of
Scotland, known as the Orkney Islands. One
day he was invited to a wedding in Orkney,
and when the famous film composer John
Williams and the Boston Pops Orchestra
asked him for a new work to be performed
at their concert on 10 May 1985, he
remembered that wedding and portrayed
itin An Orkney Wedding, with Sunrise. You
will hear the guests arriving during a storm,
people dancing, the band getting more and
more drunk, and, finally, the sunrise, which
is dramatically represented by a man in
traditional Scottish Highland dress walking
on to stage playing the bagpipes.
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The Highland Bagpipes comprise a set of pipes

By Rev. Thomas Davidson 1856-1923 (ed.)
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IRISH MELODY

We head across to Ireland where, in 1855
George Petrie, published an anthology
called Ancient Music of Ireland which
included, for the first time in print, the
famous tune now known universally as

the "Londonderry Air". It had been sent to
Petrie by Miss Jane Ross who lived in County
Londonderry (or County Derry) and, we now
believe, she wrote the tune herself based

on an Irish melody called “Aisling an Ogfhir”
composed by another County Londonderry
resident, Denis Hempson (1697-1807). It was
first made popular, however, by the Australian
composer Percy Grainger (1882-1961) who,

on a tour of Northern Ireland, came across

a woman in County Londonderry, who sang

it into his portable recording machine. His
arrangement of this /rish Tune from County
Derry dates from 1902.

SCOTTISH FANTASY

The German composer Max Bruch (1838-1920)
lived in Great Britain for a few years - in the
city of Liverpool. But long before then, he had
come across a collection of 600 Scottish folk
tunes and decided to use them in a new work
for violin and orchestra. He called the work
his Scottish Fantasy and it was first performed
in Hamburg in 1880. We hear the last two
movements from the work today. First we
hear the solo violin weave itself around an
old Scottish folk song about a girl missing

her boyfriend, “I'm doun for lack o' Johnnie”,
before the orchestra leads into the boisterous
war song, “Scots wha hae”, which was,
according to legend, sung by Robert the Bruce
at the Battle of Bannockburn in 1314.

Programme notes by Dr Marc Rochester
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The pre-eminent Chinese conductor Yu Long was
born in 1964 into a music family in Shanghai

Yu received his early musical education from his
grandfather Ding Shande, a composer of great
renown

He is currently Artistic Director of the Beijing
Music Festival and the China Philharmonic
Orchestra, Music Director of the Shanghai and
Guangzhou Symphony Orchestras and the
Co-Director of MISA Shanghai Summer Festival

He is the Principal Guest Conductor of the
HK Phil

Yu frequently conducts leading orchestras
around the world, including the New York
Philharmonic, Chicago Symphony, Philadelphia,
Los Angeles Philharmonic, Montreal Symphony,
Washington National Symphony, Cincinnati
Symphony, Orchestre de Paris, Bamberg
Symphony, Rundfunk-Sinfonieorchester Berlin,
Rundfunk Sinfonie Orchester Leipzig, NDR
Sinfonieorchester, Munich Philharmonic, Sydney
Symphony, BBC Symphony, Tokyo Philharmonic
and Singapore Symphony orchestras

He was the recipient of the 2002 Arts Patronage
Award of the Montblanc Cultural Foundation

He was awarded the Chevalier dans L'Ordre
des Arts et des Lettres in 2003, and the title of
L'onorificenza di commendatore by President
Berlusconi in 2005

In 2010, Yu received an Honorary Academician
from the Central Conservatory of Beijing for his
great dedication to cultural exchange and music
development in China
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Renowned Chinese musician Ning Feng has
developed a reputation internationally as

an artist of great lyricism and emotional
transparency, displaying tremendous bravura
and awe-inspiring technical accomplishment

Recent successes included a return to
Budapest Festival Orchestra with Ivan Fischer
in Budapest and on tour to China performing
Dutilleux L'arbre des songes

On tour with Hong Kong Philharmonic
Orchestra and van Zweden which included
performances in Seoul, Osaka, Singapore,
Melbourne and Sydney, following his
critically-acclaimed European tour with the
orchestra in 2015

Highlights of 2017/18 season include debuts
with: City of Birmingham Symphony with
Grazinyte-Tyla playing Bruch Scottish Fantasy
and Brahms Violin Concerto, Royal Scottish
National Orchestra performing Korngold and
BBC Scottish Symphony performing Bernstein's
Serenade with John Wilson

Ning also returns to Bilbao Symphony
Orchestra with Giancarlo Guerrero, China
Philharmonic with Michael Stern, and
Guangzhou Symphony under Yu Long
