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Can Classical Music be spooky? You bet it
can! And today you're going to hear some
of the spookiest bits of music written for
orchestra over the past 150 years. You

will hear music about wizards, murdered
puppets, mountain trolls, witches, magic
spells and people brought back from the
dead. All very spooky! But don’t worry. The
music might tell spooky and scary stories,
but it’s all really a lot of fun and gives the
players of the HK Phil (who are not really
very spooky or scary) a chance to show
how brilliant they are!

FUNERAL MARCH OF A MARIONETTE

The French composer Charles Gounod
(1818-1893) was really fond of strange and
mysterious stories, and he turned many
of them into operas. But when it came to
funny stories, he preferred to turn them
into piano pieces, and in 1872 he decided
to write a set of piano pieces based on
amusing tales he had heard. He only got
to write one -the Funeral March of a
Marionette - but it was so popular that in
1879 he re-wrote it for orchestra. The music
itself tells the story of two marionettes
(puppets controlled by strings) who have
had a fight in which one has killed the
other. Other puppets carry the dead body
to the graveyard, but they have been
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Harry Potter and Hedwig
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drinking heavily and their march to the
graveyard is rather bouncy! Gounod did

not intend it to be a spooky piece, but it
became associated with scary stories when,
in the 1960s, it was used as the signature
for a television series of horror stories called
“Alfred Hitchcock Presents”. More recently
the heavy metal band Metallica made their
own version of it -and that was mega-
scary!

WORLD OF WIZARDS AND WIZARDRY

You may have read the books and watched
the movies. But even if you haven’t, you
will have heard of Harry Potter, the boy
wizard who studied at the very spooky
Hogwarts School where he and his friends
encountered all manner of scary things. For
the movies, the American composer John
Williams (b.1932) wrote the music-and

it was so good that it has developed a life
of its own away from the big screen. From
the first of the Harry Potter movies (Harry
Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone, released
in 2001) we hear Hedwig’s Theme. Harry
had a pet snowy owl called Hedwig, and
she is represented in the tinkling bell-like
sounds of the little keyboard instrument (it
looks a bit like an upright piano) called a
celesta. However, the theme also conjures
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Hello Harry, Halloween!

up the feelings of mystery and wonder
that Harry must have felt as he entered
his world of wizards and wizardry. You also
hear in this a flying theme which not only
depicts Hedwig in the air, but Harry flying
across the courtyard of Hogwarts on his
magic broomstick.

SPOOKY NORWEGIAN LEGEND

Two years after Gounod wrote his Funeral
March, the Norwegian composer Edvard
Grieg (1843-1907) wrote one of his own.
But Grieg’s Death of Ase was not in any
way based on a humorous story, but on
the legend of a badly-behaved young
man, Peer Gynt, whose antics so upset his
mother (Ase) that she died of a broken
heart. Apart from that sad episode, the
story of Peer Gynt is full of spooky things
and mysterious creatures. Perhaps the most
exciting is In the Hall of the Mountain
King where the young Peer goes up to the
mountain lair of the King of the Trolls and
manages to make him very angry indeed.
Hear how Grieg cleverly conveys the trolls
all getting whipped up into a frenzy of
action before they chase Peer down the
mountain, hurling stones and casting evil
death spells on him.

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THE SORCERER'S APPRENTICE

Have you ever seen that Walt Disney

movie where Mickey Mouse is working as
an assistant to an old wizard? The original
story wasn't Disney’s but by the great
German literary giant of the 19" century,
Goethe. His story tells of a lazy young
assistant to a sorcerer who, having been
left alone by his master with instructions
to clean the house, attempts one of the
spells he has overheard and orders a
broom to fetch water from the river. Soon
every receptacle in the house is filled and
the water overflows. The unfortunate
apprentice has forgotten the words needed
to lift the spell, and out of desperation
attacks the broom with an axe, chopping
it in two. This only makes things worse as
each half then proceeds to bring in yet
more water. Only the timely return of the
Sorcerer brings about an end to this chaos.
His story about the Sorcerer’s Apprentice
was so vivid that the French composer Paul
Dukas (1865-1935) decided to convey it

in purely orchestral terms; and | think you
will agree that the music perfectly tells this
story of wizardry and magic.

NIGHT ON A BALD MOUNTAIN

The Russian composer Modest Mussorgsky
(1839-1881) had a very vivid imagination
indeed and often wrote music which
captured some of the strange visions he
experienced - often after drinking too much
alcohol! He had been a military officer but
resigned to concentrate on composing.
Sadly, he was so drunk so much of the time
that he hardly ever finished any of the pieces
he started. One of these was an opera
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Hello Harry, Halloween!

which he began in 1867 but gave up on after
writing just one piece for it. The opera was to
be about (as he himself put it), “a witches’
sabbath, sorcerers, a solemn march for all
this nastiness, and the King of Darkness,
Chernobog himself”. At first, he was so
excited by the idea that he immediately
sketched out some ideas as a piano piece,
but then abandoned the work completely.
After his death, a friend tidied up the original
piano piece, arranged it for orchestra, and
as Night on a Bald Mountain it has gone on
to become one of Mussorgsky’s best-known
works. It certainly contains vivid portrayals
of witches in a frenzy, all manner of
sorcery and the dramatic appearance

of Chernobog (which legend suggests is
actually the Devil in disguise).

REMEMBER ME

We come right up to date with our last bit
of spooky music. The movie Coco was only
released last year, but already one song
from the movie, “Remember Me”, written
by the husband-and-wife team of Robert
Lopez (b.1975) and Kristen Anderson-
Lopez (b.1972), has won an Oscar at this
year’'s Academy Awards ceremony. The
movie itself tells of a young girl (Coco)
whose father has left her in order to pursue
a career as a musician. When, years later,
her great-great-grandson dreams of
becoming a musician, he brings Coco’s
father back to life for her by singing the
same song her father used to sing to her
when she was a little girl.
