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Think Christmas and you think of fake
snow, glitter, spectacular displays in stores
and shopping malls, trees, presents and,
of course, music. The Christian story of
Christmas - a baby born in a lowly stable
in Bethlehem - has long inspired Christian
composers to write music to celebrate

and commemorate the symbolism of this
event. But Christmas has become far more
than a festival for Christians, and beyond
the church carols and anthems, Christmas
music now embraces music for movies, for
the theatre and the stage. What it all has
in common is a sense of joy and goodwill -
sentiments at the heart of our Christmas
Concert this year.

COLOURFUL CHRISTMAS SONGS

Nigel Hess (b.1953) is a British composer
who writes mostly for TV, film and theatre.
In the world of concert music he has
written much for brass and wind bands,
and among his orchestral scores are a
piano concerto which was commissioned
by HRH The Prince of Wales in memory of
The Queen Mother and first performed by
Lang Lang. But probably his best-known
work, and the one which appears most
often in concert programmes at this time
of the year, is A Christmas Overture which
he composed for a big Christmas family

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concert held in London’s Royal Albert Hall
in December 2007. Wrapped up in a lot

of spectacular orchestral colour you may
recognise some of these Christmas songs:
“Ding Dong! Merrily on High” (ringing

out from the horns), “Deck the Halls”,
“Il'est né le divin enfant”, “Infant Holy,
Infant Lowly” (listen out for the solos from
cor anglais and violin here), “Personent
Hodie”, “We Wish You a Merry Christmas”
and “Angels, from the Realms of Glory”,
which brings the overture to its majestic
close complete with thundering organ.

Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750)
might well be the most famous composer
ever for the Christian church, and the vast
majority of his 1,127 works was written

for church use. Among these are a series
of cantatas written for specific Sundays
and holy days over the course of the year.
That written for the Sunday immediately
before Christmas in 1723 was his Cantata
no. 147, the best-known part of which is
the closing chorale, “Jesu, Joy of Man’s
Desiring”, with its flowing oboe descant.

For Christmas 1734, Bach wrote a series
of six cantatas designed to be performed
between 25 December (Christmas Day)
and 6 January (Epiphany), and these
have become known, collectively, as the
Christmas Oratorio. We hear the opening
chorale from the 5* Cantata, a thrilling
outpouring of joy and energy.

OUR VERY SPECIAL GUEST

Few composers have created so much
goodwill in their music as Malcolm Arnold
(1921-2006) . Combined with the infectious
humour of the German-born illustrator,
cartoonist, broadcaster and amateur tuba
player, Gerard Hoffnung, who put on a
series of crazy concerts in London during
the 1950s, the results are little short of
hilarious. For the first of those concerts,
held in November 1956, Malcolm Arnold
wrote A Grand, Grand Overture for full
symphony orchestra, organ, three vacuum
cleaners, an electric floor polisher and
four rifles. With a somewhat tongue-in-
cheek pun it is dedicated to the former

US president, Herbert Hoover.

Two Christmas carols come next. “Silent
Night” was written by Franz Xaver
Gruber (1787-1863) on Christmas Eve
1818 for the small Austrian church at
which he was organist, and it has gone on
to become one of the most iconic of all
Christmas songs.

The words of “O Come, All Ye Faithful”
are a translation of Latin verses (“Adeste
fidelis”) made originally by John Wade
(1711-1786) and subsequently revised
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(O Come, All Ye Faithful)

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by Frederick Oakeley in the 19" century.
Besides John Wade, it is argued that
the music was composed by another
Englishman John Reading (1685-1764).
But today we hear it in one of the most
famous versions, made in 1963 by David
Willcocks for the choir of King’s College
Chapel, Cambridge.

Benjamin Britten (1913-1976) chose a
popular Christmas carol (“God Rest Ye
Merry, Gentlemen”) as the basis of his
work Men of Goodwill to accompany a
BBC broadcast put out over Christmas
1947 containing messages of goodwill

for the season from various international
leaders. The original broadcast tapes have
been lost, but it is fun to imagine which
nationality each variation represents.

During his childhood and youth, a wave

of immigrants from the Caribbean arrived
in the UK bringing their distinctive music
with them, and John Rutter (b.1945)
recalled the sounds of this music when, in
1973, he wrote the words and music for the
Christmas song “Jesus Child”.

The French composer Hector Berlioz
(1803-1869) is best known for his
spectacular orchestral scores and highly
dramatic operas, but at Christmas there
is a small, intimate piece by him which

is often heard. The Shepherds’ Farewell
is a beautiful, innocent depiction of the
shepherds being summoned by angels

to witness the birth of Jesus, but Berlioz
claimed that he wrote it in 1850 following
a bet with a friend that he could not write
music in the “old-fashioned style”.

THE HANDSOME NUTCRACKER

An absolute staple of Christmas is

the music from The Nutcracker ballet
composed in 1892 by Pyotr llyich
Tchaikovsky (1840-1893). It tells the story
of a young girl who is given a nutcracker
doll as a Christmas present. In her dreams,
the doll comes to life as a handsome
prince and takes the little girl to the
magical Kingdom of Sweets where she

is entertained by some Cossack dancers
performing the exciting Trepak, meets

the enchanting Sugar Plum Fairy (who is
represented in the music by the sweet,
tinkling sounds of a keyboard instrument
called a Celesta), watches as the Prince
and the Sugar Plum Fairy dance a Pas

de Deux and finally is serenaded by the
delightful Waltz of the Flowers.

Time for another famous Christmas

carol in a stirring arrangement by David
Willcocks. “Hark! The Herald Angels Sing”
sets words by Charles Wesley to a tune by
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Wesley’s great friend, the composer Felix
Mendelssohn (1809-1847). Willcocks made
this arrangement for the choir of King's
College Cambridge in 1961.

Between 22 August and 14 September 1741,
George Frideric Handel (1685-1759)
composed his great oratorio Messiah. It
related many of the key events in the life
of Christ and, as a result, is often sung

at the major Christian festivals, including
Christmas. The work ends with a great
outpouring of praise in what has become
known as the “Hallelujah”. Legend has it
that at one performance King George |lI
(the third British monarch under which
Handel worked and, probably, the least
musically inclined) was so excited by

this chorus that he stood up out of pure
excitement. We have long known that this
was not true and that, if the King stood
up at all, it was to leave the theatre out
of boredom with the music! But, ignorant
of why they do it, audiences still stand up
when the “Hallelujah” is sung.

200,000 music lovers annually.

Its acclaimed
education and community engagement programmes
in schools, hospitals and outdoor spaces, bring music
into the hearts of tens of thousands of children and
families every year.
