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CIRQUE DE LA SYMPHONIE
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Let's get in the mood with something full

of fun and colour. The Czech composer
Antonin Dvorak (1841-1904) wrote his
Carnival Overture in 1894. It depicts a man
swept up in a hectic round of merry-making
at a country fair, and the trombones give it a
feel of the fairground. But suddenly the man
realises that, despite all the fun of the fair,
the real joy of life comes from the beauty of
nature itself (listen out for the harp here).
Very soon, though, he is flung back into the
hustle and bustle of the fairground.

And now to all the fun and excitement of
the Circus!

Aram Khachaturian (1903-1978) completed
his ballet Gayaneh in 1942. The original story
tells of a cotton-farmer who tries to kill his
wife. She is saved at the last minute by a
soldier who she goes on to marry once her
original husband has been sent away. Full
of the kind of colourful dances which so
perfectly accompany the spectacle of the
circus acts, we hear the sensuous Ayshe’s
Awakening and Dance.
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LATIN AMERICAN DANCES

The next three dances all come from South
America. Ary Barroso (1903-1964) wrote the
song Brazil in 1939 and it is full of highly-
charged Latin-American dance rhythms.
Mexican composer Juventino Rosas (1868-
1894) wrote Over the Waves in 1888. This

is a gentler sort of dance, known as waltz.
Alberto Ginastera (1916-1983) wrote his
Estancia Suite in 1941 and it is all about the
dances of the Argentinean cowboys - known
as the "Gauchos”. They often have dancing
contests in which two of them face off in an
exciting dance called a Malambo.

An extremely energetic and exciting dance
is the Saltarello which makes up the last
movement of the /talian Symphony by
Felix Mendelssohn (1809-1847), and after
that we hear two more dances from Aram
Khachaturian, the Dance of the Rose
Maidens and Gopak which just keeps on
getting faster and faster!

CLOWNS AND COMEDIANS

In the opera The Snow Maiden composed
in 1880 by Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov (1844-
1908), a troupe of clowns performs a wild,
tumbling dance full of typically Russian fire
and vitality. This boisterous dance is called
the Dance of the Clowns.

A typical Czech dance comes next. This comes
from an opera called The Bartered Bride
written in 1866 by Bedrich Smetana (1824-
1884) and while its proper name is Skocnd it
is more usually called in English the Dance of
the Comedians. Frenzied, whirling violins are
supported by great thunderous crashes from
the brass and percussion.

THE MOST POPULAR ORGAN MUSIC

One of the most famous dances from the
ballet Swan Lake is the Waltz which Pyotr
Ilyich Tchaikovsky (1840-1893) composed
in 1877, and the most famous dance from
Khachaturian's Gayaneh is the spectacular
Sabre Dance. Unquestionably the most
famous piece of organ music ever written
was the Toccata and Fugue in D minor

by Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750).

It may have been written as a piece of
organ music, but it makes a thrilling
accompaniment to a spectacular circus act,
especially when played by a full symphony
orchestra.

Georges Bizet (1838-1875) wrote his opera
Carmen in 1875, which tells of gypsy girls,
soldiers, smugglers and bull-fighters, and
the arrogant strutting of a bullfighter is
brilliantly imagined in Les Toréadors.
