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The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil) is
recognised as Asia’s foremost classical orchestra.
Presenting more than 150 concerts over a 44-week
season, the HK Phil attracts more than 200,000 music
lovers annually. In 2019, the HK Phil won the prestigious
Gramophone Orchestra of the Year Award - the first
orchestra in Asia to receive this distinction.

Jaap van Zweden, one of today’s most sought-after
conductors, has been the orchestra’s Music Director since
the 2012/13 concert season, a position he will continue

to hold until at least 2022. Maestro van Zweden is also
Music Director of the New York Philharmonic since the
2018/19 season.

Yu Long has been Principal Guest Conductor since the
2015/16 season.

Under the dynamic leadership of Jaap van Zweden, the

HK Phil has attained new heights of artistic excellence,
gaining international critical acclaim. The orchestra
successfully completed a four-year journey through
Wagner’s Ring Cycle, performing and recording one

opera from the cycle each year from 2015 to 2018. The
concert performances and live Naxos recordings were
enthusiastically received by audiences, praised by critics at
home and abroad and garnered Gramophone Orchestra of
the Year Award 2019.

The HK Phil tours extensively across Mainland China and,
with the support of the Hong Kong Economic and Trade
Offices, undertook a major tour in 2017 to Seoul, Osaka,
Singapore, Melbourne and Sydney in celebration of the 20t
anniversary of the establishment of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region. The orchestra will perform in Japan
and Korea in 2020.

Conductors and soloists who have recently performed with
the orchestra include Vladimir Ashkenazy, Joshua Bell,
Charles Dutoit, Christoph Eschenbach, Matthias Goerne,
Stephen Hough, Evgeny Kissin, Lang Lang, Yo-Yo Ma, Ning
Feng, Leonard Slatkin and Yuja Wang.
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The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra is financially
supported by the Government of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region and is a Venue Partner of the
Hong Kong Cultural Centre.

SWIRE is the Principal Patron of the Hong Kong
Philharmonic Orchestra.

The HK Phil promotes the work of Hong Kong and
Chinese composers through an active commissioning
programme, and has released recordings on the Naxos
label featuring Tan Dun and Bright Sheng conducting
their own compositions. Its acclaimed education and
community engagement programmes in schools,
hospitals and outdoor spaces bring music into the
hearts of tens of thousands of children and families
every year.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the
HK Phil since 2006. Through this sponsorship, which is
the largest in the orchestra’s history, Swire endeavours
to promote artistic excellence, foster access to classical
music, stimulate cultural participation in Hong Kong,
and enhance Hong Kong’s reputation as one of the
great cities in the world.

Thanks to a significant subsidy from the Hong Kong
SAR Government and long-term funding from Principal
Patron Swire, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities
Trust and other supporters, the HK Phil presents

an annual schedule of core classical repertoire and
innovative popular programming, extensive education
and community programmes, and collaborations with,
among others, Opera Hong Kong, the Hong Kong Arts
Festival and the Hong Kong Ballet.

Originally called the Sino-British Orchestra, it was
renamed the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra in 1957
and became fully professional in 1974. The HK Phil is a
charitable organisation.

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AT A GLANCE

In the fiscal year of 2018/19, the Hong Kong Philharmonic
Society achieved a better financial performance

than last year, amid a very competitive environment,
presenting over 30 diverse and dynamic programmes of

a world-class standard. We also widened our reach to
different audiences through new initiatives including a
new Chamber Music Series in collaboration with Tai Kwun.
In keeping with our declared vision to inspire through the
finest music-making in Hong Kong and beyond, we toured
various mainland cities.

ARTS EDUCATION

Besides an annual schedule of mainstage performances,
the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil)
accentuates the importance of arts education. We
continue the Jockey Club Keys to Music Education
Programme, an extensive schedule of school concerts,
focused ensemble visits and instrumental masterclasses.
Supported by the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust,
the HK Phil has launched a new series of Chamber Music
concerts and outdoor free concerts at Tai Kwun, featuring
music from Mozart to living composers, including a young
local composer Ma Man-ki. These activities are intended to
bring music to all Hong Kong schools and music teachers
and students, with the aim of encouraging young artists
through exposure to top level musicians.

Among the seven instrumental masterclasses presented
for young performers, two were conducted by our
guest artists, saxophonist Timothy McAllister and
Rachel Cheung, local born pianist who has earned
international acclaim.

To encourage local students and young people to perform in
public with the orchestra, we have run three performances
in two community concerts, “Run! Carmen Run!” (2018)
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and “Who am 1?” (2019). Choirs from three local schools
and a local music organisation were invited to perform with
the HK Phil on stage under our guest conductors.

To promote a harmonious and integrated society through
music, Music Director Jaap van Zweden conducted a free
Father’s Day concert, with popular classics for the local
community as well as for those with special needs.

AUDIENCE BUILDING

The overwhelming response to the Joe Hisaishi concerts,
which attracted an audience of over 8,000, raised
serious concerns about unauthorised ticket sales. To
address the issue, the HK Phil, teamed up with the
Hong Kong Cultural Centre, URBTIX and Cityline, to
launch an unprecedented “Ticket Ballot and Real-name
Ticketing System”. This drew over 10,000 registrations,
and the Real-name Ticketing System admission was well
received by audience and media. The success of this
provided a positive spin on what was a potentially highly
controversial issue. It was arranged for Joe Hisaishi to
meet over 30 members of the press from Hong Kong
and abroad.

To promote our 2018/19 season subscription, an
“Interactive Music Installation” was displayed in the foyer
of the Hong Kong Cultural Centre in June-July 2018. Over
three weeks it was enjoyed by around 13,500 people, and
was followed by another exhibition from late August to
early September to celebrate the HK Phil’s 45t anniversary.
Forty-five valuable artefacts were selected to show the
growth and development of the orchestra over the past

45 years.

On 1 December 2018, the “Max Richter Plays Max Richter”
concert was included in the Deutsche Grammophon

120t anniversary celebration. This concert was a 360° live
streaming event on YouTube and Facebook, and attracted
over 24,000 viewers worldwide.

To gain a thorough understanding of our audience, the
HK Phil collaborated with the Psychology Department of
the Chinese University of Hong Kong to conduct research
into the expectations of our audience. The collected data
will help devise targeted marketing schemes and provide
insightful direction for our programming strategy.

To extend audience reach beyond classical music,
the HK Phil developed new partnerships with other
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industries. For example, to promote our Silver Screen
Series, we worked with MOVIiE MOViE/Broadway Cinema
and Dr Wong Chi-chung to engage with a new audience
from the film world.

To optimise the HK Phil’s exposure on the mainland, an
official HK Phil WeChat account was launched in 2018
together with Weibo. This platform has shown consistent
growth in followers over the last 12 months. We have
established a close partnership with “Ganlan Classical
Music”, the biggest classical music social platform in
China with over a million followers. In the 2018/19 season,
most of the HK Phil concert tickets were available for

sale on Da Mai, a mainland-based ticketing website. The
HK Phil is engaging with various parties including the
Hong Kong Tourism Board, KLOOK and China Travel Service
to explore ways of attracting tourists to our cultural events.

CULTURAL EXCHANGE AND COOPERATION

Looking forward, increasing the international profile of the
HK Phil is an essential part of our strategy. The HK Phil is

a member of the International Society for the Performing
Arts and the League of American Orchestras. With this
network we aim to create possible collaborations with
international arts groups.

With the promulgation of the “Outline Development

Plan for the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater

Bay Area” and as the arts and culture ambassador of
Hong Kong, the HK Phil is dedicated to promoting cultural
exchange and developing audiences in the Greater Bay
Area. Supported by the Hong Kong Economic and Trade
Office in Guangdong of the Government of the Hong Kong
Special Administrative Region (HKSAR), the orchestra
staged two concerts in the area earlier this year. The first,
in Zhuhai in January 2019, featured our Principal Oboe
Michael Wilson, Principal Clarinet Andrew Simon, Principal
Bassoon Benjamin Moermond and Principal Horn Lin Jiang.
The second performance took place in Guangzhou two
months later, led by our Concertmaster Jing Wang and
joined by Hong Kong pianist Rachel Cheung.

In partnership with Beijing’s National Centre for the
Performing Arts Orchestra, a new exchange programme,

“A Tale of Two Cities”, was launched in May 2018 with
chamber concerts held in Beijing and Hong Kong respectively.
Supported by the Office of the Government of the HKSAR

in Beijing, this programme is now an annual event for the
two cities. In October 2018 the HK Phil String Quartet gave a
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chamber music concert in the Shanghai Symphony Hall with
the Shanghai Orchestra Academy, and later performed at
the Beijing Music Festival.

In December 2018, to celebrate the 40t anniversary of the
Reform and Opening-up of the country, 23 musicians from
the orchestra performed with other orchestras, namely the
Guangzhou Symphony, the Shenzhen Symphony and the
Macao Orchestra, to form a Greater Bay Area Combined
Orchestra directed by our Principal Guest Conductor,

Yu Long.

The HK Phil continues its cross-cultural collaborations
with the Shanghai Orchestra Academy, providing
opportunities for students at the academy to perform on
the HK Phil stage.

INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT

The HK Phil is one of the founding members of the Chinese
Musician Association’s orchestral alliance in Mainland
China. In November 2018 Senior Director of Administration
& Finance and Director of Orchestral Operations

attended the Chinese Orchestra Arts Management

Forum in Shenzhen, sharing experiences with over 100
participants from China. The two also took part in the 2018
China International Performing Arts Fair and Silk Road
International League of Theatres Annual Conference.

Thirteen members of staff participated in the annual
Cultural Leadership Summit organised by the Hong Kong
Arts Administrators Association (HKAAA), while Assistant
Manager of Artistic Planning attended the “Conférence
internationale des arts de la scéne” in Canada. Director
of Orchestral Operations gave a talk about tour planning
and budgeting at the Essential Guide to Effective Arts
Management seminar organised by the HKAAA, and

the Chief Executive shared his experience at one of the
Cultural Leadership Summit sessions, and at the “Meet
the Arts Leaders Series”. Director of Marketing was invited
by the Hong Kong Arts Development Council (HKADC)

to share the practices of the HK Phil with industry
practitioners and researchers focusing on reaching out to
potential audiences.

Senior Director of Administration & Finance serves on the
Board of the HKAAA as Honorary Secretary, while Director
of Artistic Planning serves as an Arts Advisor at the HKADC
and a member of the Performing Arts Committee for the
West Kowloon Cultural District Authority.

GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

The HK Phil Board of Governors oversees the overall
management of the affairs, administration and business
of the Society. As at the end of the 2018/19 financial
year, the Board consists of 17 members, six of whom

are Government appointees. The Board is led by myself,
with Vice-Chairs The Hon Jack So and Mrs Janice Choi
and Mr Benedict Sin as Treasurer. At the Annual General
Meeting held in November 2018, Mr Peter Lo was

elected to the Board, replacing Dr Anthony Yeung who
resigned. Government appointees Dr Joshua Chan,

Dr Patrick Fung, Prof Gabriel Leung and Mr Douglas So,
retired from the Board on 1 November 2018. They were
replaced by Ms Karen Chan, Dr Allen Fung, Mrs Mabel Lee
and Ms Winnie Tam.

Having completed an eight-year service as Chief
Executive, Mr Michael MaclLeod retired on 31 March 2019.
His position was filled by Mr Benedikt Fohr. | would like
to thank Mr Michael MacLeod for helming the orchestra
so successfully, and welcome Mr Benedikt Fohr on
board. The administration office has 41 staff members
from the Administration and Finance, Artistic Planning,
Development, Marketing and Orchestral Operations
departments. On the Senior Management team,

Ms Kary Hon joined in December 2018 as Director of
Development, replacing Ms Kylie Anania.

Staff members are encouraged to participate in relevant
workshops and seminars. Director of Marketing,

Ms Meggy Cheng, was awarded a scholarship by the HKADC
to take part in Clore Leadership Programme in 2018/19. The

HK Phil also provides internship opportunities for students in
the related fields. During the year, 11 students from different
institutions joined a fulfilling internship programme.

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT AND SUSTAINABILITY

For the year ended 31 March 2019, total income and
expenditure were recorded at $149.67 million and $146.67
million, with a surplus of about $3 million.

The major sources of income are government subvention,
revenue from music performances and fundraising efforts.

Government subvention represents the recurrent
consolidated subvention from the Government of
HKSAR (“Government”). The subvention for the year
amounted to $83.29 million, representing about 56%
of the total income. We are grateful to the Government
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for the additional grant of $1.64 million through the Art
Development Matching Grants Pilot Scheme.

Revenue from music performances totalled $32.35 million,
including ticket sales income of $28.47 million and hire
engagement income of $3.88 million, representing an
increase of 20%, and accounts for 21.6% of the total
income. The rise was mainly because of more programmes
presented in Hong Kong during the year: 65 mainstage
concerts compared to 57 in the previous year.

Income from fundraising was recorded at $31.24 million,
representing about 21% of the total income, a drop of

14% from last year. The HK Phil launched the annual
Fundraising Concert and a Gala Dinner to celebrate

the orchestra’s 45 anniversary. The two major events
contributed to $4.8 million of the overall fundraising effort.

Every effort was made to maintain a good relationship
with the Swire Group, our Principal Patron. This is the first
year of the fifth three-year sponsorship agreement with an
annual sponsorship of $15.03 million. We are most grateful
for Swire’s long-term patronage.

The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust was secured
for another three-years to support the Keys to Music
Education Programme as Exclusive Sponsor, with a
sponsorship fund of $3.19 million this year.

A new composers scheme was launched in the 2018/19
season with support from The Robert H. N. Ho Foundation,
contributing an annual sponsorship of $500,000. This
project will last for three years.

CHALLENGES AHEAD

There may be difficulties in achieving fundraising
targets in the unstable global economic environment.
Any adverse impact on the retail market may affect
opportunities for securing commercial sponsorship,
but we will strive to engage in building audiences
and promoting the orchestra through programming
at the highest international level and reaching out to
keep our declared vision to inspire through the finest
music-making.

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INTRODUCTION

The highlight of this year has definitely been celebration -
celebrations of Leonard Bernstein’s centenary and of the
HK Phil’s 45t professional season. For the 2018/19 season,
we have been more adventurous in curating programmes of
great variety, and have presented over 10 premieres.

DYNAMIC AND DIVERSE PROGRAMMES

The HK Phil programmed strategically with three pillars:
firstly, to have an artistic theme; secondly, to create
multi-year programming plans and/or festivals; thirdly,
to create meaningful collaborations with non-classical
musicians and artists.

2018 marked the centenary of the birth of Leonard Bernstein,
one of the most influential musicians of recent times. | had
the privilege of working with this giant, and he has been

my inspiration through my musical journey. Thus | was so
excited that the HK Phil presented some of Bernstein’s most
significant music in four programmes which were part of
the “Bernstein at 100" celebratory project. These included
“Celebrate Bernstein on Broadway!”, “West Side Story in
Concert” with film screening accompanied by the orchestra,
Candide Overture and Serenade, a piece that Bernstein
once conducted with the Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra
with myself as soloist. Two sharing sessions were organised
with Leonard Bernstein’s daughter, Nina Bernstein, in one of
which | was involved as guest speaker. We both shared our
personal moments and fascinating stories of the legendary
man. We were pleased that 130 people joined these sessions,
with extended coverage on Facebook and RTHK Radio 4.

The 2018/19 season marked the 45* professional season of
the HK Phil. To celebrate this milestone, we presented four
programmes in the HK Phil’s 45t Series with former Artistic
Director and Chief Conductor Edo de Waart and Principal
Guest Conductor Yu Long joining me to conduct the first
three programmes.
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Following on from Mahler’s Tragic, Fourth and Fifth

symphonies in the last fiscal year, we continued the Mahler

journey with two programmes. In the first of these we
paired Mahler’s Das Lied von der Erde (The Song of the
Earth) with Ye Xiaogan’s The Song of the Earth, conducted
by Principal Guest Conductor Yu Long, and featuring
soprano Yu Guanqun, mezzo-soprano lldiké Komldsi, tenor
Klaus Florian Vogt and baritone Yuen Chenye. The second
was conducted by me; Mahler $200: Symphony no. 7. It was
a new experiment in the 45* season to sell all tickets at
HK$200 so that concert-goers could choose their favourite
seating zone for this masterpiece.

We are keen to expand the spectrum of music through
crossovers with artists from different genres. We were
excited to have Cirque de la Symphonie back to bring
the magic of the circus with a series of popular classical
favourites conducted by HK Phil Assistant Conductor
Gerard Salonga, who also conducted a Canto-pop
programme in collaboration with Hong Kong artists
Anthony Lun, Elisa Chan, Leung Chiu-fung and Kay Tse.
They performed nostalgic hits for an audience of over
7,700 spread over four concerts in January and February
2019. Contemporary minimalism fans were thrilled to see
British composer Max Richter playing his acclaimed works
here in Hong Kong!

It was my honour to open the 2018/19 season with the
virtuoso violinist Leila Josefowicz. It is always a pleasure
to return to the Central Harbourfront to conduct Swire
Symphony Under The Stars (SUTS) with the city’s amazing
skyline as our backdrop, bringing a selection of popular
classical works to the community.

Thanks to our Principal Guest Conductor, Yu Long, we are
always able to hear works by eminent Chinese composers

in Hong Kong. This year he introduced us to Ye Xiaogang’s
The Song of the Earth and Guo Wenjing’s Riding on the
Wind. Apart from the East-meets-West “Songs of the Earth”
programme, he conducted two British-themed programmes
and a colourful programme of classics with great cellist
Alban Gerhardt in Barber’s Cello Concerto.

The massively popular Japanese composer-conductor

Joe Hisaishi returned to the HK Phil, following his
sensational debut in 2010, conducting his own compositions
and performing as pianist at four sold-out performances

in May 2018. Other renowned conductors we worked with
included Vladimir Ashkenazy, Hans Graf, David Stern,
Zhang Guoyong and our former Artist Director and Chief
Conductor Edo de Waart.

Distinguished international artists appeared with

the orchestra, these included violinists Ning Feng,

Esther Yoo, James Ehnes and Joshua Bell, cellists Jian Wang
and Alban Gerhardt, pianists Yulianna Avdeeva, Max Richter
and Zhang Haochen, and saxophonist Timothy McAllister.

It has been our pleasure to support emerging Hong Kong
talents in their professional development. Local soprano
Louise Kwong was featured with Joe Hisaishi, performing
in a solo role in Hisaishi’s large-scale work, The East
Land Symphony. Likewise, the young local pianist Valerie
Wong Wai-yuen performed Mozart Piano Concerto no. 21
in a popular classics programme in June 2018.

One of our Assistant Conductors, Vivian Ip, led the
orchestra in a series of schools concerts, as part of our
Keys to Music Education Programme, which continues

to engage with large numbers of Hong Kong children.
Other local talents who appeared with the HK Phil in

this financial year included conductors Lio Kuokman

and Wilson Ng, harpsichordist David Chung, as well as
presenters Harry Wong, Eric Monson, Stephen Tsui (atsui)
and Lau Tze-hei.
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MUSIC DIRECTOR’S REPORT 2018/19

We were very proud to showcase talent of our own
principals. Concertmaster Jing Wang performed

Brahms Violin Concerto in October 2018 and Korngold
Violin Concerto in January 2019. Our wind principals
Michael Wilson (oboe), Andrew Simon (clarinet),
Benjamin Moermond (bassoon) and Lin Jiang (horn) were
the soloists for Mozart’s Sinfonia Concertante for Winds
and Orchestra in January 2019. Alongside Jing Wang

and Andrew Simon, Principal Cello Richard Bamping,
Co-Principal Cello Fang Xiaomu and Principal Trumpet
Esteban Batalldn were featured in the SUTS concert. Our
First Associate Concertmaster Leung Kin-fung was also
featured in one of the Swire Classic Insights concerts,

a series of free education programmes designed for
adult audience.

The HK Phil ensembles were also featured in the new

HK Phil x Tai Kwun Chamber Music Series. This series of

six evening programmes was launched in 2019, and in the
first two concerts (in February and March respectively)
these involved the HK Phil Brass Quintet (Principal Trumpet
Esteban Batalldan, Co-Principal Trumpet Christopher
Moyse, horn player Jorge Medina, trombonist Kevin
Thompson and Principal Tuba Paul Luxenberg) and Wind
Ensemble (Principal Flute Megan Sterling, Principal Oboe
Michael Wilson, Co-Principal Clarinet John Schertle, bass
clarinettist Lorenzo losco, contra bassoonist Adam Treverton
Jones and Co-Principal Horn Russell Bonifede).

The members of the Hong Kong Philharmonic Chorus,
led by Chorus Master Apollo Wong, again performed in
the orchestra’s mainstage concerts, offering Hong Kong
citizens the opportunity to collaborate and sing with
their orchestra.

As part of the HK Phil’s ongoing commitment to the
development of Hong Kong talent, the HK Phil has
launched The Robert H. N. Ho Family Foundation
Composers Scheme since the 2018/19 season. Six composers
have been shortlisted; namely Chan Ho-yi, Lai Chun-ming,
Ray Leung Chung-yin, lan Ng Ka-chun, Alvin Tam Lok-hei
and Wu Yimin. We are proud to announce that

Alvin Tam Lok-hei has been commissioned to write

a short piece for the 2019/20 season.
