The Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil)

has shaken off the adverse effects of the Covid-19
pandemic and maintained its traditionally high level of
artistic excellence throughout the 2022/23 financial
year (1 April 2022 - 31 March 2023), collaborating with
a diverse and inspiring mix of conductors and artists
from Hong Kong and around the world. More than
63,000 people attended HK Phil’s ticketed concerts
at the Hong Kong Cultural Centre and other Leisure
and Cultural Services Department (LCSD) venues,
with an overall average attendance rate of 83%.
Attendance was slightly below our original target,

due to the cancellation of all of our April concerts,
subscription tickets not being offered during the year,
and programme changes for some concerts as travel
restrictions prohibited overseas artists from coming
to Hong Kong.

ACHIEVING ARTISTIC EXCELLENCE

Collaborating with world-class artists and successfully
performing challenging repertoire are essential to the
capabilities, reputation and prestige of the HK Phil.

Performing with world-class artists plays a crucial role
in maintaining and elevating the artistic excellence

of the HK Phil. A crucial part of this is performing

with world-class conductors - this included Jaap van
Zweden, Vasily Petrenko and Christoph Eschenbach
during the 2022/23 fiscal year.

Working on new and challenging repertoire is also an
essential part of maintaining the orchestra’s technical
capabilities. The HK Phil performed ten world premieres
and four Asia premieres by contemporary composers
this financial year. We also played Messiaen’s
monumental, rarely-performed Turangalila-Symphonie
(1949) for the first time in the orchestra’s history.
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When the city’s venues reopened in April 2022, the

HK Phil immediately returned to work, presenting a

series of three Swire Classic Insights programmes, each
concentrating on a different composer — Ravel, Beethoven
and Prokofiev — over two days. This was followed by a very
busy May, with two weekend concerts conducted by the
rising young Finnish conductor, Taavi Oramo; BBC Blue
Planet Il film concerts conducted by Singaporean Joshua
Tan; and a unique Swire Denim programme (“Baroque x
Beatles”) with French conductor Faycal Karoui and
Romanian soprano Valentina Farcas. Three different
chamber music programmes were also presented this
month at the University of Hong Kong (HKU), Tai Kwun and
the Tea House Theatre at the Xiqu Centre.

Performances in June included the Composers Scheme
showcase, which was livestreamed; a chamber concert
featuring Tan Dun’s Snow in June at The Box at Freespace;
a concert commemorating the 200*" anniversary of

César Franck’s birth conducted by Robert Reimer; and
the HK Phil’s annual Fundraising Concert, conducted by
HK Phil Resident Conductor Lio Kuokman. Lio also worked
throughout the month with the HK Phil, rehearsing and
preparing for a special commemorative gala Handover
Concert. The HK Phil’s Season Finale concert was also
conducted by Lio in two performances that included

the world premiere of James Boznos’ Piccolo Concerto
performed by HK Phil piccoloist Linda Stuckey.

Our Music Director, Jaap van Zweden, has been
instrumental in achieving and maintaining HK Phil’s artistic
excellence, working with the orchestra for 12 weeks
during the 2022/23 fiscal year. Van Zweden opened the
season in September 2022 with two memorable concerts
featuring Hong Kong pianist Avan Yu playing Mozart

Piano Concerto no. 22, followed by Beethoven Symphony
no. 9 with Hong Kong soprano Louise Kwong, as well as
three other international soloists and the HK Phil Chorus
and Die Konzertisten. Van Zweden’s second week of the
season featured the annual National Day concert with

Tan Dun’s Trombone Concerto (played by Jérgen van Rijen,
Concertgebouworkest Principal Trombone) and Bruckner
Symphony no. 7.

Repertoire for van Zweden’s concerts with the HK Phil

in November and December 2022 included the world
premiere of Dutch composer John Borstlap’s Violin
Concerto no. 2, Mahler Symphony no. 1, Tchaikovsky
Symphony no. 6, and Shostakovich Symphonies nos. 5
and 9. The two Shostakovich symphonies were recorded

HK Phil Albums on the Naxos label: (top) Shostakovich
Symphony no. 10 and Mahler Symphony no. 10;

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for release on the Naxos label. The album featuring Mahler
Symphony no. 10 (concert version ed. Mengelberg/Dopper)
and Shostakovich Symphony no. 10 was also released

on the Naxos label in November 2022. The recording of
Tchaikovsky Symphony no. 6, together with Tchaikovsky
Piano Concerto no. 1 (with Niu Niu as piano soloist), will be
the HK Phil’s first album to be released on the prestigious
Universal label.

Van Zweden returned in January 2023 for a complete
Brahms Symphony cycle — all four Brahms symphonies
were performed by the HK Phil over two consecutive
weekends at City Hall Concert Hall. He also conducted
a Swire Community Concert for those with special
needs. Perhaps the highlight of van Zweden’s 2022/23
contribution were his two final concerts with the

HK Phil: Bach’s St Matthew Passion and Messiaen’s
Turangalila-Symphonie.

HK Phil’s Principal Guest Conductor Yu Long conducted
two programmes during this financial year. The first
featured two Hong Kong artists (soprano Dani Zhang
Jingdan and bass-baritone Apollo Wong) along with the
HK Phil Chorus and the HKU Chamber Singers in the Fauré
Requiem. Yu Long also conducted HK Phil’s annual outdoor
mega-concert, Swire Symphony Under The Stars, on

Hong Kong’s Central Harbourfront in November 2022.

Lio Kuokman continued as HK Phil Resident Conductor
throughout this fiscal year. Lio conducted a very popular
pre-season concert in September 2022 with Hong

Kong pianist/arranger Johnny Yim and special guest
appearances by Gigi Yim Ming-hay, Windy Zhan Tianwen
and Archie Sin Ching-fung. Lio led the HK Phil in a major
collaboration with the Hong Kong Ballet, bringing to life
Orff’s powerful Carmina Burana over five performances.
Lio also conducted Richard Strauss’ Alpine Symphony
and a series of Romeo & Juliet themed concerts for both
students and the general public. For the 65" anniversary
of the classic Floral Princess, Lio conducted the world
premiere of an orchestral re-imagining, complemented by
the on-screen interpretation by the renowned acting duo
Yam Kim-fai and Pak Suet-sin.

Prominent international conductors Vasily Petrenko and
Christoph Eschenbach performed as guest conductors
with the HK Phil during the 2022/23 financial year.
Petrenko conducted two weekend concerts (featuring
Richard Strauss’ Ein Heldenleben and Rachmaninov
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Symphony no. 2), while Eschenbach’s concerts featured
violinist Ray Chen (Mendelssohn Violin Concerto) and
Bruckner Symphony no. 4.

The HK Phil also continued its popular chamber music
series at Tai Kwun, HKU, and at the Tea House Theatre
at the Xiqu Centre and The Box at Freespace in the
West Kowloon Cultural District.

DEVELOPING LOCAL TALENT
The Orchestra Academy

Thanks to the sponsorship of Swire Trust, The Orchestra
Academy Hong Kong, launched and co-directed together
with The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts
(HKAPA), continues to be one of HK Phil’s main initiatives
for grooming local artistic talents. The aim is to provide
professional training for graduates from HKAPA’s School
of Music and facilitate their career development in the
orchestral field. The following musicians participated in
The Orchestra Academy during the period from 1 April
2022 to 31 March 2023: Vivian Shen (violin), Victor Lee
(double bass), Alice Hui (flute), Fox Chan (bassoon), Kinson
Chan (trumpet), and Samuel Chan (percussion), Winnie Yiu
Wing-yue (viola), Vincent Leung Cheuk-yan (cello), Holly Ao
Ho-i (oboe), Ryan Wan Tsz-chun (clarinet), and Jimmy Chiu
Hon-kuen (trombone).

The Composers Scheme

The Robert H. N. Ho Family Foundation Composers Scheme
is HK Phil’s main platform for nurturing young Hong Kong
composers. Its aim is to provide a platform for emerging
local composers to further their experience of writing for
orchestra. The selected composers receive guidance and
feedback from HK Phil’s principals and musicians, as well
as a desighated composer mentor and a guest conductor.

Due to the pandemic, the showcase was livestreamed
online (instead of with a live audience) on 4 June
2022. New works by six Hong Kong composers were
workshopped and performed at the showcase:

* Tsang Lok-yan: Waterscape

* Kam Shing-hei: The lllustration of Buddhist Sutra:
Lotus Sutra, Ill. A Parable

* Simon Yip Sai-man: The Lifestyle of a Nouveau Riche

* Bonnie Yung Sin-kan: Fimbulvetr

* Adrian Wong Chi-chun: Wail

* Carmen Ho Ka-man: Somewhere in Between
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Esteemed British composer Charlotte Bray and French
conductor Faycal Karoui worked with these six talented
Hong Kong composers during the workshop. Following the
showcase, it was decided that Simon Yip Sai-man would
be awarded the commission for a new composition. His
resulting new work, titled A Wise Man, received its world
premiere on 9 December 2022, with Jaap van Zweden
conducting the HK Phil.

Hong Kong Artists

The nurturing and promotion of local talents through
inviting them to perform with the orchestra has always
been one of HK Phil’s key objectives. During the 2022/23
fiscal year, HK Phil performed with many Hong Kong-born/
based, or associated artists.

Arts Administration Training

On the administration side, HK Phil mentored and trained a
total of three students during the financial year from 1 April
2022 to 31 March 2023. Students were attached to various
departments, namely Administration and Finance, Artistic
Planning and Marketing.

PROMOTING INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT

Members of the HK Phil management took partin a
number of industry forums and conferences. We maintain
close connections with colleagues in other performing arts
groups and orchestras in Hong Kong, Mainland China and
other parts of the world.

Staff members are encouraged to participate in training
courses, seminars and workshops relating to the industry.
HK Phil has been a Corporate Member of the Hong Kong
Arts Administrators Association (HKAAA) since 2017/18.
Our Executive Director, Vennie Ho, has served on the board
of HKAAA as Chairman since December 2019. Under her
leadership, HKAAA membership grew by more than 10%
in 2022/23. The Annual Cultural Leadership Summit held
in August 2022, with a theme of International Cultural
Exchange, was attended by around 300 arts practitioners.
Ho presented closing remarks to conclude the summit.
Our Director of Development, Kary Hon, was invited as a
guest speaker in the Essential Guide 2022 organized by
the HKAAA in April 2022.

To help promote the development of classical music in
China, HK Phil is one of the Founding members of the
League of China Orchestras under the China Musicians
Association. Ho has served on the Chairmen Board of the
League as one of the vice-chairs since July 2019. HK Phil
was elected as one of the Executive Committee members
of the League.

HK Phil is also a member of the League of American
Orchestras and International Society for Performing Arts
(ISPA). Benedikt Fohr, HK Phil Chief Executive, participated
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as speaker at the ISPA Hong Kong on 26 May 2022 on the
subject of “The Creation of Artistic Synergies”. He and
Vennie Ho participated at the ISPA annual conference in
New York 2023 along with other arts leaders from Hong
Kong, making a prominent Hong Kong representation. Fohr
was also invited to speak at a round-table discussion on
“strategic planning” hosted by the HKAPA. On 2 March
2023 he talked about Orchestra Management at HKAPA.

HK Phil Director of Marketing, Dennis Wu, was invited

as guest speaker in Hong Kong Baptist University
Department of Music and Department of Management,
Marketing and Information Systems, sharing the insights
of arts marketing in cultural enterprises in September
2022 and again in January 2023. He was also invited

to speak at the Amazon Web Services NextGen
Infrastructure Web Day on 6 September 2022, sharing
HK Phil’s digital strategy and, through a case study of the
orchestra’s loyalty programme implementation, how good
infrastructure design could facilitate business objectives
when strategizing online initiatives.

Fohr serves as Advisory Board member of the Lignan
University while Ho serves as a member on the Advisory
Committee on Graduate Employment of the Hong Kong
Baptist University.

In 2022, First Associate Concertmaster Leung Kin-fung
was elected Council Member of the Hong Kong Arts
Development Council, and Ho was appointed Advisor
on the Music Committee of the Council.

ENGAGING IN AUDIENCE BUIDLING &
SUPPORTING ARTS EDUCATION

HK Phil places great importance on audience building
and arts education, running numerous activities and
programmes to engage with the audience and the
community at large.

YOUTH ENGAGEMENT

School Concerts

Two school concerts with a Romeo & Juliet theme were
presented at the Hong Kong Cultural Centre Grand
Theatre on 27 October 2022 with Lio Kuokman conducting
and Hong Kong Ballet collaborating in selections from
Prokofiev’s Romeo & Juliet suites. Both concerts were
presented by local actor Adam Buttrill and HK Phil
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Education & Outreach Manager Charlotte Chiu. A total
of 1,983 students attended.

Ensemble Visits to Schools

Various small ensembles composed of HK Phil musicians
visited and performed in 14 different schools during the
2022/23 fiscal year, with an estimated 4,363 students

in attendance. Two videos were posted online which
reached 75 schools with a total audience of 25,685.

Instrumental Masterclasses

Five HK Phil musicians and two international guest artists
presented seven masterclasses from May to November
2022 with a total of 470 people in attendance.

An online Hong Kong Composers Scheme public
working session/performance was sponsored by The
Robert H. N. Ho Foundation Hong Kong on 4 June 2022.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT

Swire Classic Insights

Swire Classic Insights is a series of free concerts
with associated educational programmes designed
thematically to introduce different works of music.
With commentary by specially selected presenters,
the series provides the audience with a unique music
appreciation experience.

On 29 and 30 April 2022, HK Phil presented a special
Swire Classic Insights three-concert series focussing

on a trio of composers. Conductors Lorenzo losco and
Andrew Ling opened the series with two dances and a
fairy tale by Ravel. Next, Domas Juskys explained how
Beethoven transformed a dark time in his life into the
bright and sunny Eighth Symphony. Finally, conductor
Leung Kin-fung demonstrated how the Ukrainian born
composer Prokofiev employed both sarcasm and sorrow
in his invigorating music.
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Swire Community Concert

One Swire community concert was presented at Hong Kong
City Hall Concert Hall on 28 January 2023 with HK Phil Music
Director Jaap van Zweden conducting. It was an inclusive
concert, particularly targeted for people with special needs.
There were 1,024 audience members in attendance.

Performances at Swire venues

In collaboration with Swire, our Principal Patron, the HK Phil’s
small ensembles have reached out to various parts of Hong
Kong in delivering music to the community for free, playing
to audiences of approximately 1,000.

Community Concerts

Two community concerts sponsored by the Tung Foundation
were presented at Tuen Mun Town Hall Auditorium on 23
and 24 September 2022 with conductor Peter Biloen, HK Phil
principal trumpet soloist Nitiphum Bamrungbanthum, and
hosted by HK Phil Education & Outreach Manager Charlotte
Chiu. A total of 1,630 audience members attended.

Hong Kong Palace Museum - SHOWTIME!

Small ensembles composed of HK Phil musicians performed
at the newly open Hong Kong Palace Museum — SHOWTIME.
Three performances were presented: 3 July 2022, 23
October 2022 and 15 January 2023, witnessed by a total
940 audience members.

Christmas Performances

Various small ensembles composed of HK Phil musicians
performed in different areas of Hong Kong to celebrate
Christmas with the public. Over 1,070 people listened to
these performances.

OTHER ACTIVITIES

Online Content

With the video platform that HK Phil deployed in 2021,
the orchestra has since regularly presented concerts
online. A total of 65,000 unique visitors have enjoyed
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HK Phil musicians performing at the newly open Hong
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concert videos, peaking while concert halls were closed in

2022 and during the summer break. A revamped version of
“Watch and Listen” was launched in September 2022 with

an updated look-and-feel for the audience.

The HK Phil has experimented with a wide variety of online
content productions, some of which have proven to be
extremely effective and popular. Bite-size videos on core
classical repertoire have accrued a reach of over 1 million
on social media in the past fiscal year. The annual gala
Symphony Under the Stars continues to be offered both
in-venue and online, and online simulcast has been
extended to include four different media channels in
addition to HK Phil’s social media channels and website.

Club Bravo Restructuring

HK Phil audience loyalty programme Club Bravo was
restructured in February 2023. While the traditional ways
of membership benefits are retained, the Club Bravo
online portals allow audience members to scan a concert
ticket and accrue reward points. With the reward points
they may redeem concert tickets, partner benefits and
airline mileage as they wish. The programme has proved
very popular, achieving 2 million reward points awarded in
the initial seven weeks after launch. The number of new
members grew 20% in the first month of the programme.

PROMOTING CULTURAL EXCHANGE & COOPERATION

Although HK Phil was not able to undertake any
international tours during 2022-23 due to Covid-19
restrictions, we presented two special collaboration
projects with local organisations crossing over with other
arts forms. The co-presented performances with Hong
Kong Ballet, Carmina Burana, and the presentation of Floral
Princess 65™ Anniversary concert were very well received.

Led by the League of China Orchestras, HK Phil joined a
co-commission project with 23 orchestras in Mainland
China. The new commission by Chinese composer Zhao
Lin, a symphonic poem titled A Thousand Li of Rivers
and Mountains, premiered in Shanghai in July 2022.

The following month, our viola player Fu Shuimiao joined
with musicians from Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra, the
Macao Orchestra, and Guangzhou Symphony Orchestra
for two performances of this piece in Shenzhen.

In February 2023, HK Phil musicians including Cheng Li
and Liu Fangxi (tutti violin), Andrew Ling (Principal Viola)
and Lorenzo losco (Associate Principal Bass Clarinet)
participated in masterclasses, chamber concerts and

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HK Phil audience loyalty programme Club Bravo was

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orchestral concerts at the Youth Music Culture Guangdong
(YMCQG), presented by the Guangdong Provincial Department
of Culture and Tourism and organized jointly by the
Guangzhou Symphony Orchestra and Xinghai Concert Hall.
Next year, HK Phil will bring the YMCG to Hong Kong and
present the final concert to close out the festival. It is our
hope that this festival will become a long-term project in the
Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area, nurturing
young talent.

MAINTAINING SOUND GOVERNANCE & MANAGEMENT

The HK Phil Board of Governors, which oversees the overall
management of the affairs, administration and business of
the Society, serves as the overall governing body. Board
meetings are held regularly at intervals of two to three
months. Five meetings in 2022/23 were held in hybrid
mode, with an average attendance of 76%. The majority

of the Board members are also members of various Board
committees, overseeing specific areas of the Society’s
affairs throughout the year. The Finance Committee,
Fundraising Committee and Audience Development
Committee meet regularly to discuss and follow up specific
issues related to their roles and full reports are made at
Board meetings. The Remuneration Committee meets twice
a year to review proposals on annual pay adjustments and
make recommendations to the Board on matters relating to
remuneration policies. The Nomination Committee meets
to review applications for voting membership and make
recommendations to the Board for appointment of Board
of Governors.

HK Phil strictly enforces the six-year tenure limit rule
customary for government-linked organisations, and actively
seeks to bring in new board members with corporate
experience who could contribute. As at the end of the
2022/23 financial year, the Board consists of 20 members,
six of whom are Government appointees. At the Annual
General Meeting held on 1 November 2022, Ms Angela Yau
was elected to the Board of Governors, while Mr Steven
Ying and Mr Edward Ng retired from the Board after having
completed a six-year term. Government appointees Ms
Karen Chan, Dr Allen Fung, Mr Akarin Gaw, Mrs Mabel Lee,
and Ms Winnie Tam were re-appointed for another two
years, and Ms Marina Lee was appointed for a two-year
term replacing Mr Andy Kwok who has completed a
six-year term. At the Board meeting on 1 November 2022,
the Board appointed Mr Peter Brien as a member of the
Board of Governors and elected Mr Benedict Sin to replace
Mr Andy Kwok as Treasurer.
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In the fifth year as Chief Executive, Mr Benedikt Fohr
continued to lead the administration office with 43 staff
members from five departments, namely Administration
and Finance, Artistic Planning, Development, Marketing,
and Orchestral Operations. Due to competition for talent
as the economy started to recover, staff turnover rate in
the Society reached a record high level of 20%.

The Society continued to support the Job Creation
Scheme under the Anti-epidemic Fund launched by the
Government which was first initiated in 2021 and further
extended to 2022. Under the scheme, the Society created
four positions on contract basis to help with employment
during the Covid-19 pandemic and to nurture local talents
in developing their career in the performing arts industry.

With the support of the Society, staff members were also
encouraged to join courses, seminars and workshops

to enhance their arts administration knowledge and to
broaden their horizon in the art and culture field. Among
other courses, the Society supported managerial staff in
completing a five-month course on “Executive Diploma
in Employment Ordinance, Compliance and Taxation”
organised by the Hong Kong Management Association

in February 2023. In addition, several staff members
joined the Hong Kong Arts Festival “Distinguished Cultural
Leadership Series (10) — In Conversation with Marcus
Rudolf Axt”, Chief Executive and Artistic Director of the
Bamberg Symphony, in March 2023, when he shared

the many facets of managing a cultural institution
post-Covid-19 and making arts relevant in a very

diverse world.

EFFECTIVE FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT &
FINANCIAL SUSTAINABILITY

With stringent cost management, HK Phil remained
focused on prudent planning and monitoring of our overall
expenditure. For the year ended 31 March 2023, total
expenditure was well within our budget by 11%, recorded
at HK$164.52 million. Total income for the year was
HKS$170.23 million, recording a surplus of HK$5.72 million.

Government subvention represents the recurrent
consolidated subvention from the Government of Hong
Kong Special Administrative Region (“Government”).

The subvention for the fiscal year amounted to HK$S93.48
million, representing about 54.9% of the total income.
Furthermore, the Government had granted the Society

13
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an additional HK$11 million through the Art Development
Matching Grants Pilot Scheme.

In the 2022/23 fiscal year, the orchestra presented a
comprehensive range of concerts, featuring not only
internationally renowned guest artists but also local
talented artists. The fiscal year started with the temporary
closure of performance venues due to the pandemic, which
resulted in the cancelation of some concerts. The orchestra
resumed all activities in early May upon the re-opening of
the LCSD performance venues. During the year, 58 main
stage concerts were performed by the orchestra, reaching
over 73,000 audience members. Revenue from music
performances was recorded at HK$25.66 million which
accounted for 16.1% of the total income.

Income from fundraising was recorded at HK$35.52
million, representing about 20.9% of the total income,
an increase of 29.1% from last year.

The most significant contribution to the fundraising
effort was from Swire as the HK Phil’s Principal Patron.
In 2022/23 fiscal year, the Society entered the second
year of a three-year sponsorship term with Swire,

with the annual sponsorship fee of HK$15.46 million.
We are immensely grateful for Swire’s continual support
throughout the term.

HK Phil’s live concerts and activities resumed in late April
2022 following the gradual lifting of Covid-19 measures,
including several planned major fundraising events. Having
been suspended since 2020, the Fundraising Concert
finally returned to the stage in June 2022, generating a net
revenue of HKS1.5 million; a successful Gala Dinner took
place at the Hong Kong Palace Museum in December
2022, with 150 guests, raising HK$3.7 million. Additionally,
HK$340,000 was raised through the Society's inaugural
Charity Golf Tournament in February 2023.

The Tung Foundation continued its sponsorship of

various initiatives, including the Young Audience Scheme,
the Community Concert, and the podium of Resident
Conductor Lio Kuokman. The C.C. Chiu Memorial Fund
sponsored the podium of Music Director Jaap van Zweden,
and the positions of Lio Kuokman and Principal Cello
Richard Bamping.

A total of HKS2.6 million was raised through concert
sponsorships, which included a new co-sponsorship
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from the Hong Kong Chinese Enterprise Association and
Minsheng Bank for the National Day concert. China Life
(Overseas) sponsored the HK Phil for the second year as
the Title Sponsor of the New Year’s concert. In addition,
the HK Phil was grateful for the continued sponsorship
from Chow Sang Sang Jewellery, CMB Wing Lung Bank
and United Overseas Bank.

Donations to the Annual Fund, Student Ticket Fund, and
Ambassador Fund remained consistent.

We are thankful for the continued support from the
Government, Principal Patron, Sponsors and donors, as
well as our audiences over the past year. We have been
striving to expand our private sector funding base in order
to address inflationary pressures in costs. The fundraising
target for the coming year is high, and may be hard to
achieve in the current global economic climate. However,
the Society remains committed to maintaining its role as a
cultural ambassador for China, helping make Hong Kong
the “East meets West Centre” for international cultural
exchange. If we can do this, and if we can continue to
develop artistically, then we should be confident that the
Society has a bright future as we enter our 50" year as a
professional orchestra.

Collaborating with internationally
renowned conductors and soloists, the orchestra presents
more than 150 concerts and attracts more than 200,000
music lovers annually. The HK Phil promotes the work of
Hong Kong and Chinese composers, commissions new
works, nurtures local talent and runs extensive education
and community programmes. With Music Director Jaap van
Zweden since 2012, the HK Phil has toured Europe, Asia,
Australia and extensively across Mainland China. Yu Long has
been Principal Guest Conductor since the 2015/16 season,
and Lio Kuokman was appointed Resident Conductor

in December 2020. The HK Phil won the prestigious UK
classical music magazine Gramophone’s 2019 Orchestra of
the Year Award - the first orchestra in Asia to receive this
accolade.
