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The HK Phil celebrated its 50™" anniversary in 2024, and
continued to maintain its high level of artistic excellence
throughout the 2023/24 financial year.

Having celebrated its 50™ anniversary in 2024, the Hong
Kong Philharmonic Orchestra (HK Phil) continued to
maintain its high level of artistic excellence throughout

the 2023/24 financial year (1 April 2023 - 31 March 2024),
working with a diverse and high-quality mix of international
and local conductors and artists. Over 95,000 people
attended the HK Phil’s ticketed concerts at the Hong Kong
Cultural Centre and other Leisure and Cultural Services
Department (LCSD) venues, with an overall average
attendance of 82%.

ACHIEVING ARTISTIC EXCELLENCE

Performing with world-class artists is essential to elevating
the artistic standard of the HK Phil, and inspiring for both
the audience and the members of the Orchestra. Working
alongside artists who have achieved mastery in their craft
can help the HK Phil musicians to reach new levels of
technical proficiency, musical interpretation, and artistic
expression. It creates a healthy environment of high
aspiration, pushing the HK Phil musicians to constantly
refine their skills and strive for excellence.

In particular, working with world-class conductors is critical.
The internationally acclaimed guest conductors who
performed with the HK Phil during the 2023/24 financial
year include former Music Director Jaap van Zweden,

Paavo Jarvi, Christoph Eschenbach, Vasily Petrenko, our
next Music Director Tarmo Peltokoski, Michael Sanderling,
Jukka-Pekka Saraste, Kahchun Wong, Stéphane Denéve,
Andrés Orozco-Estrada, Krzysztof Urbariski, and Anja
Bihlmaier, among others.

The process of rehearsing and performing together fosters
a collaborative spirit, where ideas and interpretations are
shared, discussed, and refined. This exchange of musical
ideas expands the artistic horizons of the musicians and
allows for a deeper exploration and understanding of the
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The HK Phil’s Swire Symphony Under The Stars was held
at the Central Harbourfront on 18 November 2023.

repertoire. This is why having a world-class music director is
so important to the HK Phil.

The conductor’s role goes very much beyond just

waving a baton. Our Music Director, Jaap van Zweden, has
been integral in achieving and maintaining the HK Phil’s
artistic excellence. He worked with the HK Phil for 10 weeks
during the 2023/24 financial year. Jaap opened the HK Phil’s
2023/24 season in September 2023 with violinist Joshua
Bell performing the Asian premiere of a work written for
Bell called The Elements, with each of the five movements
written by a different composer. Jaap’s second week
featured Rudolf Buchbinder playing two Beethoven piano
concertos, with the Orchestra playing two Mendelssohn
symphonies. Two superstar soloists joined Jaap and the
HK Phil for its 50™ Anniversary Season: Yo-Yo Ma played
Dvorak’s Cello Concerto in November, and Lang Lang
performed Beethoven’s Piano Concerto no. 3 in December.

Jaap returned to Hong Kong in February 2024 for two
pre-tour concerts before embarking with the Orchestra
on a three-week tour, with performances in Singapore,
Dresden, Zurich, Toulouse, Aix-En-Provence, Rotterdam,
Basel, Rome, and Brussels.

The HK Phil’s Principal Guest Conductor Long Yu
conducted three weeks during this financial year, including,
in May 2023, an all-Rachmaninoff programme with pianist
Haochen Zhang, and in September 2023, the Swire
Community Concerts with soprano Song Yuanming, Verdi’s
Requiem, and the HK Phil’s annual National Day Concert.

Lio Kuokman continued as the HK Phil’s Resident Conductor,
conducting six weeks during this financial year, including
concerts in Bangkok, Guangzhou, and Shenzhen; the Swire
Symphony Under The Stars; Mendelssohn’s A Midsummer
Night’s Dream, with special guest Sylvia Chang; the

HK Phil’s annual fundraising concert; and a production

with the Hong Kong Ballet.

Collaborating with world-class artists and successfully
performing challenging repertoire enhances the reputation
and prestige of the HK Phil. It attracts attention from
audiences, critics, and the broader music community, both
in Hong Kong and abroad. This recognition not only brings
opportunities for collaborations with other esteemed artists
but also raises the Orchestra’s profile on the international
stage. The artistic excellence achieved through such
collaborations contributes to the Orchestra’s long-term
growth and worldwide reputation.

Performing important repertoire with world-class soloists creates
memorable and impactful concert experiences for Hong Kong
audiences. Other significant international soloists who performed
with the HK Phil in the 2023/24 financial year include Leonidas
Kavakos (violin), Olivier Latry (organ), Tianwa Yang (violin),

Inmo Yang (violin), Nobuyuki Tsujii (piano), Elizabeth Watts
(soprano), Julian Rachlin (violin), Alexandre Kantorow (piano),

and Alena Baeva (violin).

We strive to present, within a season, a range of repertoire to meet
different tastes. Lighter, more accessible concerts in the past year
included our annual New Year Concert with Chilean-Italian conductor
Paolo Bortolameolli, who presented a festive Latin American
programme with a Viennese twist. The HK Phil created a special
programme with internationally renowned Hong Kong jazz legend
Ted Lo, along with vocalist Janice Vidal and guitarist Eugene Pao.

Film music performances included two film-in-concert presentations:
Tim Burton’s The Nightmare Before Christmas and BBC’s Seven
Worlds, One Planet. The HK Phil also played a concert dedicated to
the music works of German film composer Hans Zimmer.

Though the Hong Kong Cultural Centre offers the best acoustics
for the Orchestra, we also seek to broaden our audiences through
performing in a range of venues. This year, the HK Phil also
performed at Tai Kwun, at the University of Hong Kong, and at the
Tea House Theatre of the Xiqu Centre and Palace Museum in the
West Kowloon Cultural District.

DEVELOPING LOCAL TALENT

Thanks to the continued sponsorship of The Swire Group
Charitable Trust, The Orchestra Academy Hong Kong, launched
and co-directed together with The Hong Kong Academy for
Performing Arts (HKAPA), continues to be one of the HK Phil’s main
initiatives for nourishing local artistic talent. The aim is to provide
professional training for graduates from HKAPA’s School of Music
and facilitate their career development in the orchestral field.
The following musicians participated in The Orchestra Academy
from 1 April 2023 to 31 March 2024: Winnie Yiu Wing-yue (viola),

Brahms’ A German Requiem in April 2023, Verdi’s Requiem
in September 2023, Mendelssohn’s A Midsummer Night’s
Dream in November 2023, Beethoven’s Choral Fantasy

in January 2024, and the HKU (University of Hong Kong)
concert in March 2024.

The Learners Chorus participated in Brahms’ A German
Requiem in April 2023.

The HKU Chamber Singers joined the HK Phil Chorus for
concerts at HKU’s Grand Hall on 23 and 24 March 2024
featuring Haydn’s Te Deum in C Major, Vaughan Williams’s
Five Mystical Songs, Poulenc’s Gloria, and the premiere
of Hong Kong composer Anthony Au Ho-Hei’s Hark!

The Midnight Bell Echoes.

The HK Phil also performed with several leading artists
from Mainland China.

The HK Phil mentored and trained three arts administration
trainees and five student interns during the 2023/24 financial
year. Students were attached to various departments, namely
Administration and Finance, Artistic Planning, and Marketing.

PROMOTING INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT

The HK Phil remains active in collaborating with other groups
in the Hong Kong arts community.

Le French May Arts Festival 2023 included two performances
on 9 and 10 June 2023 of an all-French HK Phil programme,
with French conductor Stéphane Denéeve and French organ
virtuoso Olivier Latry, who performed French repertoire
including Saint-Saéns’s popular Organ Symphony.

In collaboration with Musica Viva on 17 June 2023, the HK Phil
performed a concert with three distinguished international
singers who were winners at the Hong Kong International
Operatic Singing Competition 2018. Grammy award-winner
Sumi Jo also joined this performance featuring some of the
best loved opera repertoire.

The HK Phil performed Puccini’s tragic masterpiece, Tosca,
for Opera Hong Kong five times in October 2023, conducted
by Yves Abel with a cast combining international and Hong
Kong singers.

On 23 and 24 March 2024, the HK Phil continued its
cross-disciplinary collaboration with the Hong Kong Ballet (HKB)
with performances of The Last Song by HKB’s Choreographer-
in-Residence Ricky Hu Song Wei at the Lyric Theatre, Hong Kong
Academy for Performing Arts. Inspired by selections by J. S. Bach
and Oscar Wilde’s The Nightingale and the Rose, Hu created

The Last Song, which featured solos by HK Phil’s Concertmaster
Jing Wang and Principal Cello Richard Bamping. Rather than
performing in the orchestra pit, this production uniquely featured
the Orchestra musicians on stage together with the dancers.

To promote Naxos Music Library, which is available for free
for every Hong Kong public library user, the HK Phil continued
its partnership with the record label Naxos, in a campaign
featuring this message across the entire season for general
awareness of this public service.
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The HK Phil rolled out an enhanced version of its loyalty
programme that features tighter integration of data
available from URBTIX. This will serve as a test case in
making possible use of data from URBTIX within the
current framework with innovative web application design
and construction.

Partnering with Amazon Web Services, the HK Phil
provided use cases in cloud infrastructure and highly
available, resilient web application design for regional
and global AWS non-profit partners.

Advertisements for recruitment as well as for concert and
event promotion were placed with platforms of partner
organisations, including but not limited to the Hong Kong
Arts Administrators Association, and the Hong Kong Arts
Development Council.

Members of the HK Phil management participate in industry
forums and conferences from time to time. We maintain
close connections with colleagues in other performing

arts groups and orchestras in Hong Kong, Mainland China,
and other parts of the world. Staff members are always
encouraged to participate in training courses, seminars,
and workshops relating to the industry.

To promote the development of classical music in China,
the HK Phil is one of the founding members of the League
of China Orchestras under the China Musicians Association.

ENGAGING IN AUDIENCE BUILDING &
SUPPORTING ARTS EDUCATION

The HK Phil places great importance on audience building
and arts education, and running various activities and
programmes to engage with youth and the community at large.

YOUTH ENGAGEMENT

Two school concerts were presented at the Hong Kong
Cultural Centre Grand Theatre on 17 January 2023 with
Kens Lui conducting. Both concerts were presented by
local actor Edmond Kok and HK Phil Education & Outreach
Manager Charlotte Chiu. In all, 3,075 students attended.

Various small ensembles composed of the HK Phil
musicians performed in eight different schools during the
2023/24 financial year, with 2,273 students in attendance.

A composition masterclass was given by HK Phil
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commissioned composer Erkki-Sven Tuur in May 2023. There were
30 attendees.

The HK Phil is one of the main project partners of JC Project MuSE,
a school-based music and sports education programme, initiated
and funded by The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust. Project
MuSE offers free, high-quality music, and sports programmes at
primary schools in the most impoverished districts in Hong Kong.
It aims to develop children’s artistic and physical literacy and to
enhance their positive development, mental well-being, education
performance, and social opportunity.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT

In September 2023, the HK Phil started the season with a

Swire Community Concert titled “Musical Legends” under

the baton of Long Yu, the Principal Guest Conductor of the

HK Phil, soprano Song Yuanming and hosted by HK Phil horn player
Homer Lee. The concert programme featured music by Elgar,
Strauss, Puccini, Rossini, and Wagner, with a total audience of 2,385.

On 13 June, the HK Phil presented a free concert, “Great Overtures”,
attracting an audience size of 1,900.

Invited by the Hong Kong Palace Museum, Wang Liang, the second
Associate Concertmaster of the HK Phil, performed at the opening
of the special exhibition, “Botticelli to Van Gogh: Masterpieces from
the National Gallery, London”. The HK Phil musicians also performed
chamber music throughout various sections of the exhibition, in a
series of eight performances from November 2023 to March 2024.

On 7 January 2024, Dr Ingrid Yeung, curator of the special
exhibition, “Botticelli to Van Gogh: Masterpieces from the
National Gallery, London”, joined four HK Phil musicians to explore
connections between art and music. In response to the paintings
in the exhibition, a HK Phil Woodwind Quartet presented related
musical pieces, and shared how different composers have drawn
inspiration from religion, ancient mythology, and modern life.

The newly created Swire Music for Everyone series (succeeding
Swire Classic Insights) takes audiences on a deep dive into specific
orchestral works. The free events offer a glimpse of an orchestra

in action, with live commentary, fun anecdotes, and educational
insights. Two events under the series took place on 1 December
2023 and 2 February 2024.

In collaboration with Swire, the HK Phil’s Principal Patron,
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Celebrating its Golden Jubilee with the theme, “Rhythm
of the City”, the HK Phil held a free community busking
performance at The Mills on 14 October 2023.
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Conductor Vasily Petrenko joined hands with Van Cliburn
gold medal laureate Nobuyuki Tsujii to perform Ravel’s
jazz-infused Piano Concerto at the “Swire Music for
Everyone” event.
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small ensembles from the Orchestra reached out to various
districts with free performances at various Swire properties.

Not only did it serve
as a promotional tool, it also provided informative music
education material for local schools.

The Education and Outreach team created |G posts every
week throughout this financial year, with a total of 52 posts
reaching 16,970 people.

OTHER EFFORTS IN AUDIENCE BUILDING

Engaging Audience with HK Phil History

Celebrating its 50" professional season in 2023/24, the

HK Phil engaged audiences via special activities that
illustrated the rich history of the Orchestra. The HK Phil
Archive, established in 2021, has consolidated artifacts

and collected historical fragments. With the support of the
Archive, the HK Phil set up two exhibitions in 2023/24: the
first one presented artifacts like tickets, archival recordings,
and publications which illustrated the aura of concert-going
from the 1970s; in the second, 50 iconic concert posters
were selected, augmented by guided tours introducing

the importance of those historic events. During the

50t anniversary season, various exhibition and engagement
activities were held to celebrate the rich history of

the Orchestra.

Enhanced Loyalty Programme

With the loyalty programme Club Bravo going online,
attention turned to acquiring new audience members
and encouraging the audience to accrue reward points
by scanning concert tickets. Enabled by integration of
URBTIX ticket purchase data, Club Bravo members can

scan HK Phil URBTIX concert tickets and accrue reward points
that are equivalent to the ticket purchase value. The URBTIX
data integration has further been upgraded so that customers
have a real-time experience from the loyalty programme
application. Last year, the membership grew 48% year-on-yeatr,
and the scheme awarded over 7.8 million reward points. With
lifestyle options available for members on redemption, notably
the conversion of reward points to airline mileage programmes,
Club Bravo has been repositioned to become a portal of integrated
lifestyle experience and a source of customer information on
concert activities.

Social Media and Video Content

The HK Phil has continued to produce quality online content

to engage audiences through various social media channels,
maintaining 1.1 million views of video content on these platforms.
The HK Phil has also set up a new channel on Little Red Book,
sometimes referred to as the Chinese Instagram, which has
become very popular. The channel achieved 10,000 followers

in the year following its establishment with a carefully curated
content schedule.

PROMOTING CULTURAL EXCHANGE & COOPERATION

In line with the National 14" Five-Year plan’s objectives, the

HK Phil plays a major role in representing Hong Kong as a cultural
ambassador, showcasing its artistic excellence to audiences around
the world. After a gap of almost four years since its last tour to

the Guangzhou-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area (GBA), due

to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Orchestra embarked on several
international and regional tours in the 2023/24 season, with support
from the Hong Kong Economic and Trade Offices (HKETO) and LCSD.

In September 2023, the HK Phil performed in Nanjing and Shanghai
with Maestro Jaap van Zweden and violinist Tianwa Yang, supported
by the HKETO in Shanghai. This was the first tour since the pandemic.

In October 2023, the Orchestra took part in the Hong Kong

Week 2023@Bangkok, with two vibrant concerts at Mahidol
University. The first concert was conducted by Lio Kuokman,

with pianist Poom Prommachart and Principal Trumpet Nitiphum
Bamrungbanthum. The second concert featured the brass and
percussion sections of the HK Phil and musicians from the Thailand
Philharmonic Orchestra, under the batons of Lorenzo losco and
Thanapol Setabrahmana.

After Bangkok tours, the Orchestra continued its touring to

South Korea, presenting two concerts in Seoul and Daegu, with
conductor Roberto Gonzalez-Monjas and Korean violinist Inmo
Yang, supported by the HKETO in Tokyo. The HK Phil also signed a
memorandum of understanding (MOU) with Daegu Concert House
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to promote exchanges between musicians from the HK Phil
and the Solasian Youth Orchestra.

Following the 2019 signing of a MOU with the Xinghai
Concert Hall in Guangzhou for a three-year strategic
partnership to establish a major cultural exchange
programme, the HK Phil returned to Guangzhou for two
concerts in November 2023, marking the golden jubilee of
the HK Phil and the 25™ anniversary season of the Xinghai
Concert Hall. The first concert was conducted by Music
Director Jaap van Zweden, with the Orchestra performing
Mahler Symphony no. 1. The other concert was conducted
by Lio Kuokman with a Broadway and film music
programme. Another concert was staged at the Shenzhen
Concert Hall on the same tour.

In February and March 2024, Music Director Jaap van Zweden
led the Orchestra on a major three-week tour to Singapore
and eight other cities across six European countries to
celebrate our 50™ anniversary. This was the HK Phil’s first
tour to Europe since 2015, and after being hailed as the 2019
Gramophone Orchestra of the Year. The tour presented a
high-quality programme featuring symphonies by Brahms,
Mahler, and Shostakovich. Pianist Alexandre Kantorow, winner
of the 2019 International Tchaikovsky Competition, was the
tour soloist and performed the works by Rachmaninov and
Beethoven. The concerts opened with Hong Kong composer
Daniel Lo’s new work, Asterismal Dance, commissioned to
celebrate the HK Phil’s 50t anniversary. The concerts were
held in Singapore (Esplanade); Dresden, Germany (Kulturpalast);
ZUrich, Switzerland (Tonhalle); Toulouse, France (Halle aux
Grains); Aix-En-Provence, France (Grand Théatre de Provence);
Rotterdam, The Netherlands (De Doelen); Basel, Switzerland
(Stadtcasino); and Rome, Italy (Sala Santa Cecilia). The
Orchestra also performed at the opening concert of the

Klara Festival in Brussels, Belgium (Bozar). The tour was
supported by the HKETO in Singapore, Berlin, and Brussels.

In total, the Orchestra toured 15 cities in the 2023/24
financial year.

As a member of the Executive Committee of the League
China Orchestras, the HK Phil also actively supports

musical exchange between Hong Kong and other Mainland
orchestras. Seven young budding musicians (three violins,
one viola, one double bass, one clarinet, and one horn) from
the Shanghai Symphony and Hangzhou Symphony were
invited to perform with the HK Phil at two of its subscription
concerts. Two fellows from The Orchestra Academy also
performed with the Shanghai Symphony in July 2023.

The HK Phil premiered Chinese composer Zhao Lin’s

1
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A Thousand Li of Rivers and Mountains in its National Day Concert
in September 2023; this piece is a co-commission by the League
of China Orchestras and 23 orchestras, involving the HK Phil.

To foster international cultural exchange and to widen the
horizon of young musicians in the GBA, the HK Phil hosted the
Closing Concert of the 2024 Youth Music Culture The Greater
Bay Area (YMCQG) in the Hong Kong Cultural Centre Concert Hall.
The YMCG has been presented by the Guangdong Provincial
Department of Culture and Tourism since 2017. The project was
hosted by five music institutions in the GBA, namely the HK Phil,
the Guangzhou Symphony Orchestra, the Xinghai Concert

Hall, Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra, and Macao Orchestra,

for the first time in 2024. Under the guidance and mentorship
of its music director Daniel Harding, as well as 13 professional
musicians from international orchestras, including the HK Phil’s
Principal Bassoon Benjamin Moermond and Associate Principal
Bass Clarinet Lorenzo losco. 84 talented young musicians were
selected to join the 2024 YMCG and formed a youth orchestra
to present the closing concert in Hong Kong.

MAINTAINING SOUND GOVERNANCE & MANAGEMENT

The HK Phil Board of Governors oversees the overall management
of the affairs, administration, and business of the Society,

and is the ultimate governing body. Board meetings are held
regularly at intervals of two to three months. Five meetings

in the 2023/24 financial year were held in hybrid mode with

an average attendance of 80%. The majority of the Board
members are also members of various committees, overseeing
specific areas of the Society’s affairs throughout the year.

The Finance Committee, Fundraising Committee, and Audience
Development Committee meet regularly to discuss and follow
up specific issues related to their corresponding committee
and reports are made at Board meetings. The Remuneration
Committee meets twice a year to review proposals on annual
pay adjustments and make recommendations to the Board

on matters relating to remuneration policies. The Nomination
Committee meets to review applications for voting membership
and make recommendations for appointment of Board of
Governors members.

The HK Phil strictly enforces the six-year rule, and actively

seeks to bring in new Board members with corporate experience
who can contribute their experience. As of the end of the 2023/24
financial year, the Board consists of 20 members, six of whom

are government appointees. At the Annual General Meeting

held on 1 November 2023, nine Board members, namely

Mr David Cogman, Mr Peter Brien, Mrs Janice Choi, Prof Daniel Chua,
Mr Edmond Huang, Dr Lilian Leong, Mr Benedict Sin, Mr Fan Ting,

31January 2024 with conductor Daniel Harding.
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and Mr Sonny Yau, retired and were re-elected as members
of the Board of Governors for another term of two years.

All six government appointees will remain on the Board for
another year. At the Board meeting on 1 November 2023,
the Board appointed Mr Liu Yuen Sung as Senior Advisor.

In his sixth year as Chief Executive, Mr Benedikt Fohr
continued to lead the administration consisting of 41 staff
members from five departments, namely Administration
and Finance, Artistic Planning, Development, Marketing,
and Orchestral Operations.

The Society continued to support the Job Creation Scheme
under the anti-epidemic fund launched by the government
in 2021. In the second phase of the scheme, the Society
employed two full-time staff on a contract basis with the
aim of providing employment opportunities to local talent
during difficult times, and to nurture them in developing
their career in the performing arts industry.

The Society also coordinated with academic institutions

for internship placement: two students pursuing master’s
degrees at The Chinese University of Hong Kong and

a student studying at an overseas university received
hands-on training on different projects. In addition, three
secondary school students from both local and international
schools were invited for two-week internships in different
departments, giving them an initial understanding of
working in the arts and culture field. In support of training
the younger generation, the Society joined the Venue
Partnership Scheme of the LCSD and the Arts Talents
Internship Matching Programme of the Hong Kong Arts
Development Council (HKADC) in providing training
opportunities to fresh graduates. In the 2023/24 financial
year, three trainees were recruited to get on-the-job training
in different areas for periods of 12 to 18 months.

To facilitate communication, senior management
meetings were held each week while full staff meetings
were arranged quarterly to share information about the
Society’s new business plan, concerts and programmes,
and upcoming projects and events. Staff members were
strongly encouraged to join courses, seminars, and
workshops run by different industry organisations in order
to enhance their art administration knowledge and to
meet other art and cultural leaders. The popular annual
programme — Cultural Leadership Summit with the theme
“Making and Managing Partnerships” organised by the
Hong Kong Arts Administrators Association in October
2023 was enthusiastically received by staff members.

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In December 2023, the HKADC also organised a Cyber Security
Workshop, which more than 10 staff members attended and
obtained valuable insights from industry practitioners and
professionals. In addition, the Society nominated and supported
a staff member to join a delegation to Australia in June 2023
organised by the HKADC. This learning and career development
opportunity gave the staff member improved connections with the
international community, and a chance to meet different cultural
leaders and practitioners. A sharing session from the delegation was
scheduled in July 2023.

EFFECTIVE FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT &
FINANCIAL SUSTAINABILITY

With stringent cost management, for the financial year ended

31 March 2024, total expenditure was within our budget by 3%,
recorded at HK$198.67 million. The total income for the year was
HK$199.19 million, recording a surplus of HKS0.52 million.

Government subvention represents the recurrent consolidated
subvention from the government of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region. The subvention for the year amounted
to HK$93.48 million, representing about 47% of total income.
In addition, the government granted the Society an additional
HKS11 million through the Art Development Matching Grants
Pilot Scheme.

In the 2023/24 financial year, the Orchestra presented a
comprehensive range of orchestral concerts, featuring not only
internationally renowned guest artists but also local talented
artists. During the year, 60 main stage concerts were performed
by the Orchestra, reaching over 95,000 audience. The revenue
from music performances was recorded at HK$43.36 million which
accounted for 22% of the total income.

The income from fundraising was recorded at HK$37.09 million,
representing about 19% of the total income, an increase of 9%
from last year.

The most significant contribution to the fundraising effort was
from Swire as the HK Phil’s Principal Patron. In the 2023/24
financial year, the Society entered the third year of its three-year
sponsorship term with Swire, with a $15.46 million annual
contribution. Swire also renewed the sponsorship contract for
three more years from 2024 to 2027. We are immensely grateful
for its commitment and continued support for the development
of the Orchestra.

A total of HKS$8.7 million was raised through concert sponsorships,
including Chow Sang Sang Jewellery as the title sponsor of the
Metaverse Symphony Concerts, Cathay Pacific as the title sponsor
of the Joe Hisashi Concerts, The Chinese University of Hong Kong
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as the title sponsor of the Yo-Yo Ma Concert, as well as
China Life (Overseas) Insurance and the Hong Kong China
Enterprise Association as co-title sponsors of the New Year
Concerts. Other corporate concert sponsors included Audio
Exotics, Bank of China, CMB Wing Lung Bank, and United
Overseas Bank.

The HK Phil successfully organised two major fundraising
events in the 2023/24 financial year: a gala dinner with
pianist Lang Lang in December 2023, raising HK$1.77 million;
and the annual fundraising concert in February 2024, raising
HKS$2.34 million.

Donations to the Annual Fund, Student Ticket Fund, and
Ambassador Fund were strong in the 2023/24 financial year.
Individual donors and some corporations contributed a total
of HK$4.92 million to the three funds.

The Tung Foundation continued its sponsorship of

various initiatives, including the Young Audience Scheme,
the Community Concert, and the podium of Resident
Conductor Lio Kuokman, providing a total sponsorship

fee of HKS1 million. The C. C. Chiu Memorial Fund, along
with donor Mr Andy Ng, co-sponsored the podium of
Music Director Jaap van Zweden, contributing a total of
HKS1 million. Additionally, the C. C. Chiu Memorial Fund
sponsored the positions of Lio Kuokman and Principal
Cello Richard Bamping, providing a total of HKS0.63 million.
We see room to engage more patrons to sponsor positions
of our other titled players. We are glad to report that the
Concertmaster position and the Principal Viola position
have been sponsored by new parties, whose sponsorship
will commence in the 2024/25 season.

We are thankful for the continued support from the
government, Principal Patron, sponsors, donors, as well as
our audience over the past years. The Society will continue
to work to further raise the standard of the Orchestra and
to promote it domestically and internationally; to foster

a strong performing arts industry in Hong Kong, through
programming at the highest artistic level; and to develop
an ever more diverse and broad audience. The Society
strives to maintain its role as a cultural ambassador for
Hong Kong, and as a contributor to making Hong Kong an
East-meets-West hub for international cultural exchange.
In pursuing these objectives, the Society is always focused
on prudent planning and careful monitoring of its overall
expenditure, employing rigorous cost management
procedures to achieve effective financial management
and financial sustainability.

Notable recent
recording projects include Wagner’s complete Ring Cycle,
Mahler’s Symphony no. 10, Shostakovich’s Symphony no. 10,
and Tchaikovsky’s Symphony no. 6 and Piano Concerto no. 1.
